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FOREWORD

It gives me immense pleasure to present the 91st edition of the SLBC (State Level
Bankers’ Committee) Jharkhand Book. The Lead Bank Scheme continues to play a
pivotal role in aligning banking initiatives with developmental priorities, especially in
agriculture and rural development.

In line with the vision of doubling farmers’ income, banks in Jharkhand have been
proactively and must continue enhancing the Kisan Credit Card (KCC) limits of
existing borrowers as per the revised Scale of Finance. Additionally, financing for
allied agricultural activities like poultry, beekeeping, and piggery must be encouraged
to provide farmers with year-round income sources. As on 31st March 2025, banks in
Jharkhand have lent only 5,132 crore to over 5.9 lakh individuals under agricultural
allied activities loans which reflects the immense potential still left to lend in this
segment.

There is also a pressing need to boost financing under the Agriculture
Infrastructure Fund (AIF) and PM Formalisation of Micro Food Processing Enterprises
(PMFME) scheme. These initiatives enable farmers to develop storage, processing,
and value-addition capacities, thereby securing sustainable livelihoods.

Term loans for the purchase of agricultural tools and machinery must be promoted
to increase efficiency in farming operations. Moreover, awareness about the
warehousing infrastructure is essential. Out of 31 WDRA-registered warehouses in
Jharkhand, only 21 are active, and bank credit against warehousing receipts remains
underutilized.

Farmers as well as bankers must be aware of the facts that Government of
Jharkhand is actively supporting the Soil Health Card scheme under the National
Mission on Sustainable Agriculture. Additionally, initiatives in nutrient and seed
management are ensuring timely and affordable seed availability to farmers for kharif,
rabi, and contingency cropping.

| urge all stakeholders to work collaboratively to ensure holistic development of the
rural economy and to empower the farming community of Jharkhand.

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6.9 SCHEME ANNOUNCED UNDER ATMA NIRBHAR BHARAT

A) Partial Credit Guarantee Scheme: As part of Aatmanirbhar Bharat Abhiyan, announced by the
Government, Partial Credit Guarantee Scheme (PCGS) 2.0 was launched on 20.05.2020 to
provide Portfolio Guarantee for purchase of Bonds or Commercial Papers (CPs) with a rating of AA and
below issued by NBFCs/HFCs/ MFIs by Public Sector Banks (PSBs). It was envisaged to purchase
Bonds/ CPs of Rs. 45,000 crore under PCGS 2.0 of which the maximum headroom permissible for
purchase of Bonds/ CPs rated AA/AA- was 25% of the total portfolio i.e. Rs. 11,250 crore. In addition,
the Government had separately announced the Special Liquidity Scheme for purchase of Commercial
Papers (CPs) and Non-Convertible Debentures (NCDs) issued by NBFCs/HFCs with a residual maturity
of upto 3 months, which could be extended for a further period of upto 3 months, of a total value not
exceeding Rs. 30,000 crore to be extended by the amount required as per need.

Under PCGS 2.0, PSBs have approved purchase of Bonds/ CPs rated AA/AA- issued by 28
entities and Bonds/CPs rated below AA- issued by 62 entities, amounting to Rs. 21,262 crore
overall. The average ticket size of Bonds/CPs rated below AA- is significantly lower than the average
ticket size of Bonds/CPs rated AA/AA-.Under SLS, proposals of Rs. 7,464 crore have been approved
for purchase so far.

Keeping in view the progress under the Scheme and the fact that the stipulated limit for AA/AA- rated
Bonds/CPs has been nearly reached while the appetite for lower rated Bonds/CPs is nearing saturation
considering their lower ticket size, the Government has now decided to modify PCGS 2.0 for
purchase of Bonds/CPs as under:

i.  Additional 3 months have been granted to build up the portfolio. At the end of six months, i.e. by
19.11.2020, the portfolio shall be crystallised based on actual amount disbursed, for the
Guarantee to come into effect.

ii.  Atthe portfolio level, AA and AA- investment sub-portfolio under the Scheme should not exceed
50% (instead of 25% stipulated earlier) of the total portfolio of Bonds/ CPs purchased by PSBs
under the Scheme.

It is expected that the above modification will provide greater flexibility to PSBs in purchasing
Bonds/CPs under PCGS 2.0.

Under the scheme no banks have reported any progress so far under the scheme.

B) Emergency Credit Line Guarantee Scheme: The Scheme shall be named as ‘Emergency
Credit Line Guarantee Scheme (ECLGS)'. It shall have three components, ECLGS 1.0 , ECLGS 2.0,
ECLGS 3.0 and ECLGS 4.0 (hereinafter together referred as the ‘Scheme’). ECLGS-1.0 refers to the
scheme for providing 100% Guarantee to member lending institutions in respect of eligible credit facility
extended by them to its borrowers whose total credit outstanding (fund based only) across all lending
institutions and days past due as on February 29, 2020 was upto Rs.50 crore and upto 60 days
respectively. ECLGS-2.0 refers to the scheme for providing 100% Guarantee to member lending
institutions in respect of eligible credit facility extended by them to its borrowers in the 26 sectors
identified by the Kamath Committee on Resolution Framework vide its report dated 04.09.2020 and the
Healthcare sector whose total credit outstanding (fund based only) across all lending institutions and
days past due as on February 29, 2020 was above Rs.50 crore and not exceeding Rs.500 crore and
upto 60 days respectively. ECLGS 3.0 refers to the scheme for providing 100% guarantee to member
lending institutions in respect of eligible credit facility extended by them to its borrowers in the Hospitality
(hotels, restaurants, marriage halls, canteens etc.), Travel & Tourism, Leisure & Sporting and Civil
Aviation (scheduled and non-scheduled airlines, chartered flight operators, air ambulances and airports)
sectors whose days past due are upto 60 days as on 29.02.2020. ECLGS 4.0 refers to the scheme for
providing 100% guarantee to member lending institutions in respect of eligible credit facility extended by
them to eligible hospitals/nursing homes/clinics/medical colleges / units engaged in manufacturing of
liquid oxygen, oxygen cylinders etc. for setting up of on-site oxygen producing plants. The credit product
for which guarantee would be provided under the Scheme shall be named as ‘Guaranteed Emergency
Credit Line (GECL)'.
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Purpose of Scheme

To provide 100% guarantee coverage for the GECL assistance of loan outstanding as on 29th February,
2020 to eligible borrowers, in the form of additional term loan /working capital term loan facility (under
ECLGS 1.0, 2.0 and 3.0 & 4.0) and/or non-fund based facility (under ECLGS 2.0 & 4.0) in case of banks
and Financial Institutions, and additional term loan facility (under ECLGS 1.0, 2.0,3.0 & 4.0), in case of
NBFCs, from all 2 Member Lending Institutions (MLIs) to eligible Business Enterprises / Micro, Small
and Medium Enterprise (MSME) borrowers, including interested PMMY borrowers, in view of COVID-19
crisis, as a special Scheme.

Performance of State:-
v The total eligible accounts so far reported by the banks as on 30" September,2021 is
1,18,361 A/c’s and their eligible outstanding is Rs. 1913.59 crores under the scheme.
v' The state has reported total 95,903 applications sanctioned of Rs. 1,849.06 crores under
the scheme.
v' Out of total sanction, 96.63 % disbursement has reported by the Banks as on 30" June,
2021.

Emergency Credit Line Guarantee Scheme (ECLGS) since its launch, has extended relief to over
1.15 Crore Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSMESs) and businesses. It has provided support to
eligible borrowers in meeting their operational liabilities and restarting their businesses in the wake of
disruptions caused by the COVID-19 pandemic.

As on 24th September 2021, loans sanctioned have crossed Rs. 2.86 lakh crore under the Scheme and
out of total guarantees issued, about 95% of the guarantees issued are for loans sanctioned to Micro,
Small and Medium Enterprises.

Government has been receiving demands from various Industry bodies and other stakeholders to extend
the scheme to ensure continued support to eligible sectors/businesses. With a view to support various
businesses impacted by the second wave of COVID 19 pandemic, it has been has decided to extend
the timeline of Emergency Credit Line Guarantee Scheme (ECLGS) till 31.03.2022 or till guarantees for
an amount of Rs 4.5 lakh crore are issued under the scheme, whichever is earlier.

Further, the last date of disbursement under the scheme has also been extended to 30.06.2022.
The following modifications have been made in the scheme to enable support to businesses impacted
by the second wave of COVID.

e Existing borrowers under ECLGS 1.0 & 2.0 would be eligible for additional credit support of upto
10% of total credit outstanding as on 29.02.2020 or 31.03.2021, whichever is higher.

e Businesses who have not availed assistance under ECLGS (ECLGS 1.0 or 2.0), can avail credit
support of upto 30% of their credit outstanding as on 31.03.2021.

e Businesses in sectors specified under ECLGS 3.0, who have previously not availed ECLGS, can
avail credit support up to 40% of their credit outstanding as on 31.03.2021, to the maximum of
Rs.200 crore per borrower;

e Incremental credit can be availed within these limits by existing ECLGS borrowers whose
eligibility increased because of change in cut off date to 31.03.2021 from 29.02.2020.

e Accordingly, Borrowers who have availed assistance under ECLGS and whose credit outstanding
as on 31.03.2021 (excluding support under ECLGS) is higher than that on 29.02.2020 shall be
eligible for incremental support within the cap stipulated underECLGS 1.0,2.0 or 3.0.

Loans of about Rs. 3.67 Lakh crore have been sanctioned under ECLGS till 05.08.2022.

The Department of Financial Services (DFS), Ministry of Finance, has modified the Emergency Credit
Line Guarantee Scheme (ECLGS) to enhance the maximum loan amount eligibility for airlines under
ECLGS 3.0 to 100% of their fund based or non-fund-based loan outstanding as on the reference dates
or Rs. 1,500 crore, whichever is lower; and of the above, Rs. 500 crore shall be considered, based on
equity contribution by the owners.

Keeping in view the high proportion of non-fund based credit in the overall credit of the civil aviation
sector, the eligible borrowers were permitted to avail up to 50% of their highest total fund and non-fund
based credit outstanding, subject to a maximum of Rs. 400 crore per borrower.

1.19 crore borrowers benefit from guarantees amounting to Rs 3.65 lakh crore under
ECLGS as on 31st March 2023.

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C) Special Liquidity Scheme for NBFCs and HFCs: The Special Liquidity Scheme of Rs. 30,000
crore for NBFCs and HFCs is being implemented w.e.f. 1* July, 2020 as a follow up of one of the
announcements under Aatma Nirbhar Bharat package made by the Union Minister for Finance &
Corporate Affairs Smt. Nirmala Sitharaman on 13" May, 2020. The Scheme has been launched to
improve the liquidity position of NBFCs/HFCs through a Special Purpose Vehicle (SPV) to avoid any
potential systemic risks to the financial sector.

The Scheme has received a very positive response. The Scheme is being implemented by SLS Trust,
the SPV set up by SBI Capital Markets Limited (SBICAP). Any NBFC including Microfinance Institutions
registered with RBI under the Reserve Bank of India Act, 1934 (excluding those registered as Core
Investment Companies) and any HFC registered with the National Housing Bank (NHB) under the
National Housing Bank Act, 1987 which is complying with certain specified conditions are eligible to raise
funding from this facility. The Scheme will remain open for 3 months for making subscriptions by the
Trust. The Scheme permits both primary and secondary market purchases of debt and seeks to address
the short-term liquidity issues of NBFCs/HFCs. Therefore, those market participants who are looking to
exit their standard investments with a residual maturity of 90 days may also approach the SLS Trust.

No banks have reported any progress so far under the scheme.

D) 2% Interest Subvention approved on prompt repayment of Shishu Loans under Pradhan
Mantri MUDRA Yojana for a period of 12 months: Union Cabinet chaired by Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi approved a scheme for interest subvention of 2% for a period of 12 months, to all Shishu
loan accounts under Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana (PMMY) to eligible borrowers. This Scheme is for
the implementation of one of the measures relating to MSMEs, announced under the Atma Nirbhar
Bharat Abhiyan. Under PMMY, loans for income-generating activities up to Rs. 50,000 are termed as
Shishu loans. PMMY loans are extended by Member Lending Institutions viz. Scheduled Commercial
Banks, Non-BankingFinance Companies and Micro Financial Institutions, registered with Mudra Ltd.
The scheme will be extended to loans which meet the following criteria - outstanding as on 31 March,
2020; and not in Non-Performing Asset (NPA) category, as per Reserve Bank of India (RBI) guidelines,
on 31% March 2020 and during the period of operation of the Scheme.

The interest subvention would be payable for the months in which the accounts are not in NPA category
including for the months that the account becomes a performing asset again, after turning NPA. The
scheme will incentivize people who will make regular repayments of loans.

The estimated cost of the Scheme would be approximately Rs. 1,542 crore which would be provided by
the Government of India.

The Scheme will be implemented through the Small Industries Development Bank of India (SIDBI) and
will be in operation for 12 months.

For borrowers, who have been allowed a moratorium by their respective lenders, as permitted by RBI
under the ‘COVID 19 Regulatory Package’, the Scheme would commence post completion of the
moratorium period till a period of 12 months i.e. from September 01, 2020 till August 31, 2021. For other
borrowers, the scheme would commence w.e.f. June 01, 2020 till May 31, 2021.

The last date of submission of claims under 2% Interest Subvention Scheme (ISS) Shishu Loans has
been extended till April 30, 2022. Interest Subvention Scheme for MUDRA - Shishu Loan.

More than 34.42 crore loan accounts amounting to Rs. 18.60 lakh crore opened since launch of
Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana

E) Ethanol Blended Petrol Programme (EBP Programme): Ethanol is an agro-based product, mainly
produced from a by-product of the sugar industry, namely molasses. In years of surplus production of
sugarcane, when prices are depressed, the sugar industry is unable to make timely payment of cane
price to farmers. The Ethanol Blending Programme (EBP) seeks to achieve blending of Ethanol with
motor sprit with a view to reducing pollution, conserve foreign exchange and increase value addition in
the sugar industry enabling them to clear cane price arrears of farmers.

The Central Government has scaled up blending targets from 5% to 10% under the Ethanol Blending
Programme (EBP). The procedure of procurement of ethanol under the EBP has been simplified to
streamline the entire ethanol supply chain and remunerative ex-depot price of ethanol has been fixed.
To facilitate achieving of new blending targets, a "grid” which networks distilleries to OMC depots and
details quantities to be supplied has been worked out. State-wise demand profile has also been
projected, keeping in view distances, capacities and other sectoral demands. Excise duty has also been
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waived on ethanol supplies to OMCs for EBP by sugar mills during 2015-16 (up to 10 August, 2016).
The results have been quite encouraging, with supplies doubling every year. In the year 2013-14, ethanol
supplied for blending was only 38 crore litres, whereas in 2014-15, under the modified EBP supplies
increased to 67 crore litres. In the ethanol season 2015-16, the ethanol supply has been historically high
and has reached 111 crore litres achieving 4.2% of blending. In the ethanol season 2016-17, out of 80
cr litre contracted about 66.51 cr litre has been supplied. Further, in the ethanol season 2017-18, LOI
has been issued for supply of 139.51 cr litres of ethanol, out of which agreement have been signed for
136 cr litres and about 46.25 cr litre has been supplied so far. In addition second round of tender has
been opened by OMCs for bidding for procurement of 117 cr litre of ethanol under EBP.

Government has also notified the National Policy on Biofuels — 2018 which laid out indicative
target of 20% blending of ethanol in petrol and 5% blending of biodiesel in diesel by 2030 in the
country. Based on the encouraging initiatives on supply side of ethanol, Government has
advanced the target of 20% blending of ethanol in petrol from 2030 to 2025-26.

The measures taken by the Government for the benefits of ethanol manufacturers inter alia, include
permitting multiple sugarcane and grain based feedstock for ethanol production, fixing feedstock wise
remunerative ethanol procurement prices, introducing amended Industries (Development and
Regulation) Act, 1951 for uninterrupted production, storage and movement of ethanol across the country,
bringing ethanol meant for EBP Programme under lowest GST slab rate of 5% to increase production of
ethanol and promote EBP Programme and introducing interest subvention schemes during 2018, 2019,
2020 and 2021 for augmentation and enhancement of ethanol production capacity in the country. Oil
Marketing Companies (OMCs) have also signed long term ethanol off-take agreements with prospective
project proponents to set up dedicated ethanol plants in deficit states.

“INDIA HAS ACHIEVED THE TARGET OF 10 PERCENT ETHANOL BLENDING, 5 MONTHS AHEAD OF
SCHEDULE”

Government of India, with the aim to enhance India’s energy security, reduce import dependency on fuel,
save foreign exchange, address environmental issues and give a boost to domestic agriculture sector, has
been promoting the Ethanol Blended Petrol (EBP) Programme. The ‘National Policy on Biofuels’ notified by
the Government in 2018 envisaged an indicative target of 20% ethanol blending in petrol by year 2030.
However, considering the encouraging performance, due to various interventions made by the Government
since 2014, the target of 20% ethanol blending was advanced from 2030 to 2025-26.

A “Roadmap for Ethanol Blending in India 2020-25” was also released by the Hon’ble Prime Minister in June,
2021 which lays out a detailed pathway for achieving 20% ethanol blending. This roadmap also mentioned
an intermediate milestone of 10% blending to be achieved by November, 2022.However, due to the
coordinated efforts of the Public Sector Oil Marketing Companies (OMCSs) the target of 10% blending under
the programme has been achieved much ahead of the targeted timelines of November, 2022 wherein the
Public Sector OMCs have attained an average 10% ethanol blending in petrol across the country.This
achievement in the course of last 8 years has not only augmented India’s energy security but also translated
into a forex impact of over Rs.41,500 crores, reduced GHG emissions of 27 lakh MT and also led to the
expeditious payment of over Rs.40,600 crores to farmers.

The Government has notified the National Policy on Biofuels- 2018, which envisaged a target of 20% blending
of ethanol in petrol by Ethanol Supply Year 2025-26. Accordingly, Oil Marketing Companies (OMCs) are
permitted to sell up to 20% ethanol blended petrol vide notification dated 15.12.2022. Under Ethanol Blended
Petrol (EBP) Programme, OMCs have saved 433.6 crore litres of petrol on account of ethanol blending during
the Ethanol Supply Year (ESY) 2021-22 resulting in an approximate savings of more than Rs. 20,000 crore
of foreign exchange.

Government has advanced the target of 20% ethanol blending in petrol from earlier 2030 to ESY 2025-26
and a “Roadmap for ethanol blending in India 2020-25” has been put in public domain. As a step in this
direction, OMCs plan to achieve 18% blending during the ongoing ESY 2024-25. Other recent enablers
include enhancement of ethanol distillation capacity to 1713 crore litre per annum; Long Term Off-take
Agreements (LTOAS) to set up Dedicated Ethanol Plants (DEPs) in ethanol deficit States; encourage
conversion of single feed distilleries to multi feed; availability of E-100 and E-20 fuel; launch of flexi fuel
vehicles etc. All these steps also add to ease of doing business and achieving the objectives of
Atmanirbhar Bharat.
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F) Agriculture Infrastructure Fund: The objective of the Agriculture Infrastructure Fund (AIF) scheme is
to mobilize a medium - long term debt financing facility for investment in viable projects for post-harvest
management Infrastructure and community farming assets through incentives and financial support in order
to improve agriculture infrastructure in the country.

The scheme provide financial assistance in the form of interest subvention and credit guarantee for setting
Post Harvest Management (PHM) projects which will help better post-harvest management and reduction in
wastage.

The following community farming assets projects are eligible under the scheme:-

i.  Organic inputs production
ii.  Bio stimulant production units
iii. Infrastructure for smart and precision agriculture.

iv.  Projects identified for providing supply chain infrastructure for clusters of crops including export
clusters.
v.  Projects promoted by Central/State/Local Governments or their agencies under PPP for building
community farming assets or post-harvest management projects.
The Union Cabinet chaired by Hon’ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi gave its approval to the following
modifications in Central Sector Scheme of Financing Facility under ‘Agriculture Infrastructure Fund’:

a. Eligibility has now been extended to State Agencies/APMCs, National & State Federations of
Cooperatives, Federations of Farmers Producers Organizations (FPOs) and Federations of Self Help
Groups (SHGs).

b. At present Interest subvention for a loan upto Rs. 2 crore in one location is eligible under the scheme.
In case, one eligible entity puts up projects in different locations then all such projects will be now be
eligible for interest subvention for loan upto Rs. 2 crore. However, for a private sector entity there will
be a limit of a maximum of 25 such projects. This limitation of 25 projects will not be applicable to
state agencies, national and state federations of cooperatives, federations of FPOs and federation
of SHGs. Location will mean physical boundary of a village or town having a distinct LGD (Local
Government Directory) code. Each of such projects should be in a location having a separate LGD
code.

c. For APMCs, interest subvention for a loan upto Rs. 2 crore will be provided for each project of
different infrastructure types e.g. cold storage, sorting, grading and assaying units, silos, etc within
the same market yard.

d. The power has been delegated to Hon’ble Minister of Agriculture & Farmers Welfare to make
necessary changes with regard to addition or deletion of beneficiary in such a manner so that basic
spirit of the scheme is not altere

e. The period of financial facility has been extended from 4 to 6 years upto 2025-26 and overall period
of the scheme has been extended from 10 to 13 upto 2032-33.
The modifications in the Scheme will help to achieve a multiplier effect in generating investments while
ensuring that the benefits reach small and marginal farmers. APMC markets are setup to provide market
linkages and create an ecosystem of post-harvest public infrastructure open to all farmers.
Convergence module between Agriculture Infrastructure Fund Scheme, Prime Minister's Micro Food
Enterprises Upgradation Scheme and PM Kisan Sampada Yojana launched.

A Budgetary support is being provided for interest subvention and credit guarantee fee as also
administrative cost of PMU. This will be amount to Rs. 10,636 crores over a period of 10 years. AlF
facilitates an aggregate loan worth ¥1 lakh crore from various lending institutions with a 9% interest
cap, operational until 2032-33. Loans up to ¥2 crore receive a 3% annual interest subvention for seven
years. Credit guarantee coverage under CGTMSE is available for loans up to 2 crore, with the
government bearing the fee. Facilities like warehouses, cold stores, grading and processing units
enhance direct market access, increasing farmers’ income.

The Government employs a multi-tiered monitoring mechanism to assess the impact of Agriculture

Infrastructure Fund (AlIF)-funded projects on agricultural productivity. These mechanisms ensure
real-time tracking, transparency, and effective evaluation of project outcomes.

G) Animal Husbandry Infrastructure Fund: The recently announced Prime Minister's Atma Nirbhar
Bharat Abhiyan stimulus package mentioned about setting up of Rs. 15000 crore Animal Husbandry
Infrastructure Development Fund (AHIDF).

The animal husbandry infrastructure development (AHIDF) has been approved for incentivizing
investments by individual entrepreneurs, private companies, Farmers producer’'s organizations (FPOs)
and section 8 companies to establish:

% The dairy processing and product diversification
Meat processing and product diversification infrastructure and

infrastructure,

+ Animal feed plant.
+ No banks have reported any progress so far under the scheme.

After a year of implementation of the scheme, the achievements have been made:

v' 7.7 Lakh MT capacity of milk processing which is approximately 0.38% of annual milkproduction
of India and generating employment for more than 2035 persons and benefitting 41000 farmers.

v' 24 Lakhs MT capacity of animal feed plant has been established which are capable of adding24
Lakh MT of Animal Feed to the supply chain and thereby generating employment of morethan
4477 persons.

v' 4.35 Lakhs MT capacity of meat processing plant has been added in the production chainwhich
is more than 4% of annual meat production of India thereby and it is expected therebygenerating
employment for more than 795 people.

v The AHIDF is a Central Sector Scheme, therefore, no funds are released to the States
underAnimal Husbandry Infrastructure Development Fund.

The Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying, Government of India, is implementing several key
initiatives to promote and develop the animal husbandry and dairying sector nationwide. These include
Rashtriya Gokul Mission, National Programme for Dairy Development, Dairy Processing and
Infrastructure Development Fund, Supporting Dairy Cooperatives and Farmer Producer Organizations,
National Livestock Mission, Animal Husbandry Infrastructure Development Fund, Livestock Health and
Disease Control Programme, and Livestock Census and Integrated Sample Survey. These schemes
aim to enhance productivity, infrastructure, and health of livestock, ultimately boosting the dairy and
animal husbandry sector.

Due to implementation of the aforesaid schemes of the Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying,
Milk Production in the country has increased from 146.31 Million Tonnes in 2014-15 to 221.1 Million
Tonnes in 2021-22 i.e. by 6.38% per annum during the last 8 years. Value of output of milk is more than
Rs.9.32 lakh crore during 2021-22 which is higher than the agriculture produce and even more than the
combined value of Paddy and Wheat. Egg production in the country has increased from 78.48 billion in
2014-15 to 129.53 billion in 2021-22. Egg production in the country is growing at the rate of 8% per
annum.

The Cabinet in its meeting on 01.02.2024 approved the realignment of the AHIDF under Infrastructure
Development Fund with an outlay of ¥ 29610 crore. Now the Total Fund will be of %. 29610 cr. Instead
of . 15000cr. The realigned scheme will be implemented for further period of three years from
31.03.2023 till 2025-26. In the realigned scheme, Dairy Infrastructure Development Fund has been
subsumed. Now the Dairy Cooperatives will avail benefit of interest subvention of 3% under AHIDF
instead of 2.5% which was received in DIDF. The Dairy Cooperative will also get Credit Guarantee
support under the Credit Guarantee Fund of AHIDF. The Scheme will help the Dairy Cooperatives to
upgrade their processing infrastructure with an updated processing technology. This will benefit large
number of milk producers in the country.

The Dairy Processing and Infrastructure Development Fund (DIDF) scheme was in effect from January
21, 2017, to January 30, 2024. DIDF is an Infrastructure Development Scheme, aimed to modernize
milk processing and chilling plants, as well as enhance value addition. The DIDF scheme thereby, aims
to benefit milk producers, providing them with an organized market for their produce and employment
opportunities in the project areas. As of June 2024, approximately 12.52 lakh women milk producers
have been covered under DIDF out of a total of 42.48 lakh producer members, with significant
participation of 30%.

The DIDF scheme has been merged into the Animal Husbandry Infrastructure Development Fund, and

its implementation has been extended for the next two years (2024-2026) with an outlay of Rs 29,110.25
crore. The indirect benefits to milk producers continue, and now women have the opportunity to establish
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a dairy industry as individual entrepreneurs under AHIDF. As on date AHIDF provided assistance to 6
women as an individual entrepreneur’s, besides the scheme creates an ecosystem for dairy farmers
including women to benefits from the other dairy projects (157) financed under AHIDF.

So far, under the Animal Husbandry Infrastructure Development Fund (AHIDF)scheme, 366
projects have been approved for interest subvention out of the total 541 sanctioned projects. Out
of the approved projects, 160 projects have been taken by private companies contributing 43%
of the total approved projects. Additionally, projects of 8 Cooperatives, 5 FPOs, 39 individuals,
153 MSMEs, and 1 section 8 company have also been approved.

H) PM formalization of Micro Food Processing Enterprises Scheme (PMFME Scheme): Launched
under the Aatmanirbhar Bharat Abhiyan, the Pradhan Mantri Formalisation of Micro food processing
Enterprises (PMFME) Scheme is a centrally sponsored scheme that aims to enhance the competitiveness of
existing individual micro-enterprises in the unorganized segment of the food processing industry and to
promote formalization of the sector and provide support to Farmer Producer Organizations, Self Help Groups,
and Producers Cooperatives along their entire value chain. With an outlay of Rs. 10,000 crore over a period
of five years from 2020-21 to 2024-25, the scheme envisions to directly assist the 2,00,000 micro food
processing units for providing financial, technical, and business support for upgradation of existing micro food
processing enterprises.

Pradhan Mantri Formalisation of Micro Food Processing Enterprises (PMFME) Scheme of M/o Food
Processing Industries, under Aatmanirbhar Bharat Abhiyan, Completes Two Years.

PMFME Scheme is currently being implemented in 35 States and Union Territories in the country.

PMFME Scheme envisages financial support of Rs. 40,000 for working capital and purchase of small tools
for each member of the Self Help Group (SHG) engaged in food processing activities.

Over 1 lakh SHG members have been identified and the seed capital amount of Rs. 203 Cr. has been
released so far.

MoFPI is implementing a Centrally Sponsored Scheme-PM Formalisation of Micro Food Processing
Enterprises Scheme (PMFME) for providing financial, technical and business support for setting
up/upgradation of 2 lakh micro food processing enterprises through credit linked subsidy during five years
from 2020-21 to 2024-25 with an outlay of Rs. 10,000 crore. Out of this, a total of 22234 units and 7331 units
have been allocated to Maharashtra and Rajasthan respectively.

Production Linked Incentive Scheme for Food Processing Industry (PLISFPI) Scheme is being
implemented over a six-year period from 2021-22 to 2026-27 with an outlay of Rs. 10,900 crores. So
far, a total investment of Rs 7800.53 Cr has been committed in projects located across the country
under the scheme. (Detall report is avaialable on page humber- 82 & 83)

(1) Credit Guarantee Scheme for Subordinate Debt (CGSSD): The Government announced creation of
‘Distressed Assets Fund- - Subordinate Debt for Stressed MSMEs’ on 13" May, 2020, under the Atma
Nirbhar Bharat Package.

Accordingly, a scheme viz. ‘Credit Guarantee Scheme for Subordinate Debt’ was approved by the
Government on 1% June, 2020 and the scheme was launched on 24" June, 2020 to provide credit facility
through lending institutions to the promoters of stressed MSMEs viz. SMA-2 and NPA accounts who are
eligible for restructuring as per RBI guidelines on the books of the Lending institutions. This scheme was to
remain in operation till 31.03.2021.

In order to keep the avenues of assistance to stressed MSME Units open, the Government had earlier
decided to extend this scheme for six months from 31.03.2021 to 30.09.2021.

On the basis of the requests received from the stakeholders of the scheme, the Government has decided to
further extend it by a period of another six months beyond 30.09.2021. The scheme will now remain
operational till 31.03.2022.

The Scheme is launched by Ministry of Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises, Govt. of India to provide
personal loan through Banks to the promoters of stressed MSMEs for infusion of equity/ quasi equity in the
Business eligible for restructuring, as per RBI's guidelines for restructuring of stressed MSME advances.The
scheme is applicable for those MSMEs whose accounts have been standard as on 31.03.2018 and have
been in regular operations, either as Standard accounts or as NPA accounts during Financial Year 2018-19
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and 2019-20.For, the guarantee cover under the scheme- 90% coverage would come from Scheme/ Trust
and remaining 10% from the concerned promoters.

Banks are requested to go through detailed guidelines of the scheme, which is available on the web-site of
Ministry of MSME, Gouvt. of India and could also be accessed through following-

The Scheme is named as ‘Distressed Assets Fund - Subordinate Debt for Stressed MSMEs’ and the credit
product for which guarantee would be provided under the Scheme shall be named as ‘Credit Guarantee
Scheme for Subordinate Debt (CGSSD)’(hereinafter referred as the ‘Scheme’)

To provide guarantee coverage for the CGSSD to provide Sub-Debt support in respect of restructuring of
MSMEs. 90% guarantee coverage would come from scheme/ Trust and remaining 10% from the concerned
promoter(s). The objective of the scheme is to provide personal loan through banks to the promoters of
stressed MSMEs for infusion as equity / quasi equity in the business eligible for restructuring, as per RBI
guidelines for restructuring of stressed MSME advances.

On the basis of the requests received from the stakeholders of the scheme, the Government has decided to
further extend this scheme till 31.03.2023.

Rs. 20,000 crore Credit Guarantee Scheme for Subordinate Debt (CGSSD) with extended validity till
31.03.2023. Credit Guarantee Scheme (CGS) to strengthen credit delivery system and to facilitate the flow
of credit to the Micro and Small Enterprise sector without the hassles of collateral and third party guarantee
up to a maximum of Rs. 200 lakh.

(J) PMSVANIidhi Scheme: - Ministry of Housing & Urban Affairs launched a scheme PM Street Vendor's
AtmaNirbhar Nidhi (PM SVANidhi) to empower Street Vendors by not only extending loans to them, but
also for their holistic development and economic upliftment. The scheme intends to facilitate collateral free
working capital loans of up to INR 10,000/- of one-year tenure, to approximately 50 lakh street vendors, to
help resume their businesses in the urban areas, including surrounding peri-urban/rural areas.

The PM SVANidhi scheme offers incentives in the form of:
a) Interest subsidy @ 7% per annum on regular repayment of loan
b) cashback upto INR1200/- per annum on undertaking prescribed digital transactions
c) Eligibility for enhanced next tranche of loans.

The Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs chaired by the Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi, has approved
the continuation of lending under the Prime Minister Street Vendor'sAtmaNirbhar Nidhi (PM SVANidhi) beyond
March 2022 till December 2024, with focus onenhanced collateral free affordable loan corpus, increased adoption
of digital transactions and holisticsocio-economic development of the Street Vendors and their families.

The budget for promotion of digital payments including cashback to the vendors has also been enhanced.
The approval is expected to benefit nearly 1.2 crore citizens of Urban India.

33.37 lakh loans amounting to ¥3,621 crores have been disbursed across the country till July 12, 2022. A statement
showing State/UT-wise loan disbursements for the 1st, 2nd and 3rd loans is at Annexure — | to Il respectively.
An amount of ¥54.42 crores and ¥12.94 crores has been paid as interest subsidy & cash back respectively till July

system for their BCs, where money gets stuck upon corporate BC termination, making reconciliation

difficult. A suggestion was made to standardize to laptop-based systems used by most banks.

Representative from JSLPS told, that they would be requesting corporate offices of the bank for
adopting direct account linkage for SHG members.

An example was given where a branch manager failed
to upload documents.

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Minutes of SLBC Sub-Committee Meeting on Steering Committee/Vidhanmandal/C.D. Ratio
Held at Birsa Munda Sabhagaar, SLBC Office, Ranchi on 06.05.2025.
Through virtual mode for LDM’s

SLBC Sub-Committee Meeting on C.D. Ratio was convened on 06.05.2025 in person at Birsa
Munda Sabhagaar, SLBC Office and through virtual mode with LDMs (Webex).

The meeting was chaired by Deputy General Manager, SLBC. The meeting was attended
by DGM, RBI, Manager RBI, DGM NABARD, AGM NABARD, representative from Finance
Department, representative from KVIC through VC, and senior executives from member banks and
LDMs of concerned districts, as per list enclosed.

Deputy General Manager, SLBC Shri Ch. Gopala Krishna welcomed all the participant in the SLBC
Sub Committee meeting for the quarter ending March 2025 and informed about the upcoming 915t
SLBC meeting that is scheduled to be held on 14.05.2025 at Project Bhawan, Dhurwa, Ranchi.

In the inaugural remarks, Mr. Roshan Choudhary set out the context of the meeting and
briefed the house on agenda items. It was informed to the house that since SLBC has not received
any request for amendment of last SLBC Sub-Committee minutes, hence minutes of last SLBC
Sub-Committee meeting are considered as confirmed. Thereafter as per the agenda items
following points were discussed in detail and action points emerged as under:

Steering Committee & Vidhanmandal:

It was requested to the banks to refer to the RBI Master Circular on Lead Bank Scheme vide
Circular No RBI/2025-26/04 FIDD.CO.LBS.BC.N0O.03/02.01.001/2025-26 dated April 01,2025
wherein each Banks’ controlling office at State Level has the responsibility of uploading the data in
SLBC portal by 15th of Succeeding month of the end of the quarter. It was advised to the banks
that SLBC data should be submitted by the banks well within stipulated time. It was also informed
to the house that all the banks have been submitting the portal data on time however, few banks
need to take up the matter seriously on manual data submission and should adhere to the
stipulated timeline.

(Action: All Banks)

It was informed to the house that this quarter three banks namely Indusind Bank, Kotak
Mahindra Bank and Yes Bank has not submitted the manual report to SLBC even after regular
follow ups from these banks. It was also informed to the house that the above three banks were
also defaulters in the last quarter in submission of the manual reports to SLBC.

The representative from Yes Bank informed that they have timely submitted the portal
reports to SLBC however, as the manual data from their backend team was delayed therefore,
bank was unable to submit the same to SLBC.

DGM RBI showed her displeasure towards the regular delay in submission of the report
from the Yes Bank and briefed that the reports are said manual reports because these reports are
not uploaded in SLBC portal but from bank point of view all these reports can be extracted from the
CBS of the bank. It was advised to the Yes Bank to have a talk with their IT team and get a
customised report ready to be submitted to SLBC.

State Head of Yes Bank, Shri Amit Kumar said that he had recently joined as a State Head
and assured the house that Yes Bank will timely submit the data from next quarters.

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Indusind Bank was requested to provide house with the reason for delay submission of SLBC
quarterly report to which the representative from the bank informed that their IT team was at
Hyderabad for office set up and assured the house that all the data will be timely submitted to
SLBC from the next quarter onwards. The representative from the bank informed the house that
data submitted by the bank is delayed by 22 days.

Referring to the last Sub Committee meeting wherein Indusind Bank had assured the house
for timely submission of data to SLBC, DGM RBI showed her displeasure towards regarding delay
submission of data by the bank by 22 days.

It was informed that ATR given by Indusind bank has not been accepted by the committee
and the bank was also advised to nominate nodal/Controlling heads for the next SLBC meetings.

(Action: Indusind Bank)

Shri Choudhary enquired from Kotak Mahindra Bank for the reason regarding non submission of
manual report to SLBC. The nodal from the bank said that this is the first time bank has not
submitted the data on time, however, the bank was apprised that in last quarter also, Kotak
Mahindra Bank has not submitted their reports in time.

(Action: Kotak Mahindra Bank)

Discussion on Major Action points taken by the banks on ATR for the last SLBC Sub Committee
Meeting was done in the house. It was informed that Yes Bank has not submitted its ATR for the
last SLBC Sub Committee meeting held.

The representative from the bank informed that bank didn’t get the response from their
higher office however, from this time onwards it has been instructed from bank’s head office to
prepare the response of ATR from Ranchi office only. Hence, the representative assured the house
that there won'’t be any delay from the banks side.

(Action: Yes Bank)

DGM RBI showed her displeasure regarding the non-submission of data timely to SLBC. She
advised the banks to approach their respective head offices for submission of data as the quarter
ends. She said that with all banks having CBS system, the generation of data should not be a
hurdle in submission of data timely.

(Action: All Banks)

DGM SLBC applauded Union Bank of India on surpassing the 40% mark in CD ratio as of
31.03.2025. UBI and PNB was advised in the last SLBC Sub Committee meeting to try and
surpass the 40% mark in CD ratio and in the March 2025 quarter the Credit Deposit ratio of UBI
has reached to 41.49% whereas, the CD ratio of PNB has declined to 37.58%. It was informed to
the house that the total deposit and total advance of PNB has grew by 3.42% and 1% respectively.
The representative from PNB informed the house that due to take over of advances from the
bank the CD Ratio has declined from 39.90% to 37.58%. The representative further informed that
due to some policy modification the Place of Utilization amount has also declined.
(Action: PNB Bank)

DGM SLBC enquired from the Indian Bank regarding their low Credit Deposit Ratio in the State. He
also said that the CD Ratio of Indian Bank has grew marginally from 27% as on 31.12.2024 to
28.65% as on 31.03.2025 only.

The representative from the bank informed that one account out of the two accounts
amounting to Rs.735 Crores that was discussed in last sub-committee meeting has been disbursed
that amounts to Rs.400 Crores in the month of March 2025 and remaining amount will be
disbursed in the present quarter, however, this will be reflected in the data of Place of Utilization.
He further informed the house that with joining of new circle head in the bank, all the branches of
Indian Bank has been allotted with the target and fortnightly review are being done from Regional
Office and FGM Office.

(“’7‘ (Action: Indian Bank)
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DGM SLBC enquired about the low CD ratio of 13.15% in the State and said that the CD ratio of
DCCB is only 13.15% as of 31.03.2025. It was advised to the bank to submit their response on
reason for low CD ratio.

(Action: DCCB)

Bank Wise / District wise review of CD ratio:

Detailed discussion was done over Bank wise & District wise CD Ratio. Comparative
analysis of Bank-wise/District-wise CD ratio of past quarters of this financial year was done.
Comparison with last quarter shows that the CD Ratio has decreased from 51.13% as of
31.12.2024 to 50.68% as of 31.03.2025. It was observed that CD Ratio of almost all districts and
banks have decreased in comparison to last quarter.

The house expressed concern over low CD ratio in the State. It is still far below the
benchmark level of 60%. Specifically, the performance of 10 Banks and 08 Districts having less
than 40% CD ratio as of 31.03.2025 were reviewed /discussed during the meeting. However, in 4%
quarter of FY 2024-25, the CD ratio of UBI (41.49%) has increase above 40% mark whereas in
district wise CD ratio of Palamu District (39.83%) has declined below 40% mark and the CD ratio of
Deoghar District (40.22%) has surpassed 40% mark.

(Action: For information to all)

BANK WISE CD RATIO BELOW 40% - AT THE END OF MARCH 2025 (10 BANKS)

INDIAN BANK- (28.65%); PUNJAB NATIONAL BANK- (37.58%); UCO BANK- (35.29%); INDIAN
OVERSEAS BANK- (36.96%); PUNJAB AND SIND BANK- (30.19%); IDBI BANK- (34.16%); SOUTH
INDIAN BANK- (7.93%); DHANBAD CENTRAL CO-OPERATIVE BANK- (13.15%); JANA SFB-
(28.03%); AU SFB- (31.23%).

DISTRICT WISE CD RATIO BELOW 40% -AT THE END OF MARCH 2025 (08 DISTRICTS)

CHATRA-(31.29%); DUMKA-(35.89%); GUMLA-(32.61%); JAMTARA-(30.57%); PALAMU- (39.89%);
SAHIBGANJ-(38.74%); SIMDEGA-(31.09%); WEST SINGHBHUM-(23.80%).

(Action: All the above Banks & LDMSs)

DGM SLBC suggested PNB (37.58%) and Indian Overseas Bank (36.96%) to thrust upon
surpassing the 40% CD ratio by June 2025 quarter.

The representative from IOB said that as of date the CD ratio of bank stood at 37.82% and
various outreach programs are being organized by the bank side to improve the advance, hence, it
is expected to reach the CD ratio by 40% in upcoming June 2025 quarter.

(Action: PNB and IOB)

It was informed to the house that as of 31.03.2025, the CD ratio of State stood at 50.68% and, in
90t SLBC meeting all the banks had committed to Regional Director, RBI about reaching the State
CD ratio to 55% by end of March 2025 but unfortunately the same has declined in March 2025
quarter. It was further informed that in Public Sector Bank there are only two banks having CD ratio
above 60% mark, they are BOM (83.59%) and CBI (76.98%) whereas least CD ratio among Public
sector banks is of Indian Bank (28.65%) followed by PSB (30.19%).
DGM RBI enquired about if Indian bank has analysed any reason for low CD ratio in the
State. Manager, RBI also pointed out that total ACP achievement of Indian bank is only 50.45%
which is also very poor on part of being a lead bank. DGM RBI advised the bank to study/analysed
the reason for their poor performance.
(Action: Indian Bank)
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It was informed to the house that CD Ratio of most of the Private Sector Banks are in comfortable
position, however, few of the banks CD ratio needs improvement. It was informed that CD Ratio of
IDBI Bank (34.16%) is on lower side and it was advised to the IDBI Bank to provide with the reason
for low CD Ratio and what are the strategy of the bank in FY 2025-26 for enhancement of the
same.

(Action: IDBI Bank)

Further, it was informed to the house that CD Ratio of RBL Bank has reached 446.98% as on
31.03.2025 which was 0.05% as on 31.12.2024, also the bank advance was Rs.3.06 lacs as on
31.12.2024 that grew to Rs.36645.44 lacs as on 31.03.2025.

The representative from RBL Bank informed that the increase in advance is due to mapping
of Business Correspondents advances with the bank. She further stated that earlier bank didn’t had
branches in State of Jharkhand but BCs were working hence, after opening of the branches
mapping has been done. She also stated that the above figures that are being reflected in the PPT
is correct.

(Action: RBL Bank)

District wise CD ratio (Including Place of Utilization) was discussed in the house and it was
informed that Seraikela-Kharswan district (74.52%) has the highest CD Ratio in the State followed
by CD Ratio of East Singhbhum District (71.11%). Whereas, CD Ratio of West Singhbhum
(23.80%) is the lowest. It was also informed that if Place of Utilization is removed from the West
Singhbhum District, the CD Ratio will stand at 13.49% as on 31.03.2025.

Further it was informed that West Singhbhum district has not yet convened the DCC/DLRC
meeting along with Special Sub Committee Meeting on CD Ratio for the quarter ending December
2024. LDM of the concerned district was advised to provide the reason for non-convening of the
same. Also, it was enquired from the LDM Office about the strategies discussed in MAP in the
previous meeting of SSC.

As the LDM was not present in the meeting, the representative from LDM Office informed
that due to unavailability of DC the meeting was not convened and LDM is trying to get the date
from the DC so that DCC/DLRC meeting can be conveyed.

(Action: West Singhbhum District)

It was informed to the house that as on 315t March 2025, there has been growth of 4.04% in total
deposit of the State in comparison to December 2024 quarter, the total advance grew by 2.55%,
however, the CD Ratio of the State has declined in tune of 1.43% in comparison to last quarter.

It was informed that there has been Q-0-Q decline in total deposit of Canara Bank (-0.74%),
Indusind Bank (-2.69%), DBS Bank (-14.96%) and Jana SFB (-0.39%). It was advised to all these
banks to provide for the specific reason for the decline in their total deposit.

(Action: All the above banks)

It was further informed that there has been Q-0-Q decline in total advance of Central Bank of India
(-0.63%), Canara Bank (-2.60%), Indian Overseas Bank (-1.96%), Karnataka Bank (-4.68%), Yes
Bank (-5.86%), SIB (-10.51%), DBS (-1.10%), Utkarsh SFB (-0.99%) and AU SFB (-14.88%). It
was advised to all the above banks to provide for the specific reasons for the decline in their total
advance.

(Action: All the above banks)

It was informed to the house that there has been Q-0-Q growth in all the district of the State.
Godda District has shown the highest percentage increase in total deposit i.e. by 10.55% as of
31.03.2025 in comparison to last quarter followed by Dumka District (9.24%). Further, all the
district has shown positive growth in total advance as on 31.03.2025. West Singhbhum district
(7.31%) has shown the highest increase in total advance followed by Deoghar District (5.81%).

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It was briefed to the house that all those districts where Credit Deposit ratio are below 40% marks
needs to convene Special Sub Committee meeting to draw Monitorable Action Plan for
improvement in Cd ratio of the district. However, it was apprised to the house that the SSC meeting
for the quarter ending December 2024 has not been convened by Deoghar District (39.69%) and
West Singhbhum District (23.38%). The house showed its concern towards these LDMs regarding
not convening of SSC meeting and advised them to contact with SLBC office in case of any
gueries.

(Action: Deoghar and West Singhbhum District)

DGM SLBC expressed his concern over the low CD ratio of the Jamtara District. It was informed
that as on 31.12.2024 the CD ratio of Jamtara District was 30.80% that has declined to 30.57% as
on 31.03.2025. DGM SLBC enquired from LDM Jamtara regarding the low CD Ratio in the District
and advised to submit the strategies that has been taken by the district in order to improve the
same.

Manager RBI advised the LDM Jamatara to devise a concrete Monitorable Action Plan for
the District which is achievable and at the same time can be monitored. He further advised the
LDM to provide sector specific target and how those target will be achieved in time bound manner
and submit the same to SLBC.

(Action: Jamtara District)

DGM RBI advised SLBC to ask for the minutes of Special Sub Committee meeting for the
quarter ending March 2025 and see if the districts are preparing the MAP in accordance with the
LBS. She further advised all the district to contact SLBC in case they are facing any issue
regarding preparing of MAP.

(Action: SLBC and District with CD Ratio below 40%)

Lastly, Banks and LDMs were advised to make focussed efforts to improve the CD ratio in a
proactive manner. LDMs to review progress at regular intervals at district/block level and improve
the CD ratio.

(Action- All banks &LDMs)

The meeting ended with vote of thanks to the chair.

Deputy General Manager, SLBC Shri Ch. Gopala Krishna welcomed all the participant in the SLBC
Sub Committee meeting for the quarter ending March 2025 and informed about the upcoming 91st
SLBC meeting that is scheduled to be held on 14.05.2025 at Project Bhawan, Dhurwa, Ranchi.

In the inaugural remarks, Mr. Roshan Choudhary set out the context of the meeting and
briefed the house on agenda items. It was informed to the house that since SLBC has not received
any request for amendment of last SLBC Sub-Committee minutes, hence minutes of last SLBC
Sub-Committee meeting are considered as confirmed. Thereafter as per the agenda items
following points were discussed in detail and action points emerged as under:

Bank wise/District wise review of ACP achievement during 2"® Quarter of FY 2024-25:

The performance of banks under ACP for FY 2024-25 was reviewed and discussed as per
Annexure. The State overall ACP achievement for FY 2024-25 stood at 91.21% which has shown
amount wise Y-O-Y growth of 13.61%.

It was informed to the house that overall ACP achievement of the State stood at 91.21%
(Rs.115191.95 Crores) against the target of Rs. 1,26,300.00 Crores. There is an improvement in
amount wise performance of State under the sector of Agriculture, MSME, NPS and TPS as
compared to the last financial year. However, in OPS the achievement percent has declined in tune
of 27.72%.

It was apprised to the house that initially the total ACP target set for the State was
Rs.1,20,000 crore, which was increased to Rs.1,26,300 crore after an instruction received to
increase the ACP target as advised by Department of Financial Service, New Delhi through its
letter.

(Action: For Information to all)

Proposed ACP target for FY 2025-26:

Discussion on proposed ACP target for FY 2025-26 was discussed in the forum. Banks raised their

concern regarding the high ACP targets in FY 2024-25 and requested for proposed target to be in

line so that banks can achieve the same.

It was unanimously decided by the house that the segment wise target of PLP for FY 2025-26 set

by the NABARD is on a very higher side. The house expressed its concern regarding the high
fon ¥
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target for FY 2025-26 taking into consideration various hurdles in the State of Jharkhand. Following
are the ACP target v/s Achievement v/s PLP target for FY 2025-26:

Progress under Agriculture Sector:

Bank wise ACP achievement under Agriculture, MSME, Total Priority and Total Advance was
discussed in the meeting. It was informed to the house that the State’s ACP achievement under
Agriculture sector as of 31.03.2025 stood at 66.53% however, there were few banks who could not
achieve at par with the State.

It was informed to the house that ACP achievement of Indian Bank under Agriculture sector
stood at only 46.9% as on 31.03.2025 and the bank was requested for the reason for poor
achievement under the said sector.
== The representative from the bank said that lending in the CFY from the bank under
v Agriculture sector remained on lower side as banks focus was more towards decreasing NPA
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portfolio.
DGM RBI advised the bank to proper analyse the reason for low credit disbursement by the
Bank under Agriculture sector and provide the same in the ATR.
(Action: Indian Bank)

It was further informed to the house that performance of JRG Bank under achievement of their
ACP target under agriculture sector is also on lower side. It was apprise to the house that JRG
Bank has achieved only 51.40% of their allotted target for FY 2024-25.

(Action: JRG Bank)

Progress under MSME Sector:

It was apprise to the house that as on 315t March 2025 the ACP achievement under MSME sector
of the State stood at 81.80% and Punjab & Sind bank (151.12%) and Bank of Baroda (105.54%)
are the two banks among Public Sector Bank who have achieved their allotted target under MSME
for FY 2024-25, whereas Indian Bank (36.50%) remain the lowest achiever among the Public
Sector Banks.

Further it was informed that among Private sector Bank SIB (1927.72%), Jana SFB
(149.92%), Utkarsh SFB (116.71%), DBS (303.03%) and Indusind Bank (112.17%) have achieved
their allotted target for FY 2024-25 under MSME sector.

(Action: For information to all)

The house was informed that the ACP achievement of Axis Bank (65.29%) under MSME sector is
on a lower side. The bank being the major private sector bank in the State has achieved only
65.29% under MSME sector. The bank was advised to submit the reason for low ACP achievement
in FY 2024-25 and provide SLBC with the strategy the bank is going to adopt in CFY.

(Action: Axis Bank)

DGM SLBC pointed out the outstanding figure reported by Ujjivan SFB. DGM SLBC said that the
outstanding data for MSME segment for December 2024 quarter and March 2025 is stagnant i.e.
there is no change in outstanding figure reported by the bank. The bank was advised to respond on
the above matter.

(Action: Ujjivan SFB)

DGM RBI advised all the bank whose outstanding amount in comparison to December 24 quarter
has declined, to study for the reason behind its decline and provide the same with the Action taken
report to SLBC. The banks whose outstanding amount has declined in comparison to Dec 24
guarter are: Canara Bank (-6.17%), Indian Overseas Bank (-5.22%), Karnataka Bank (-7.51%),
Indusind Bank (-5.12%), Karur Vysya Bank (-27.38%), Esaf SFB (-1.96%) and AU SFB (-81.41%)).
(Action: All the above banks)

Progress under Total Priority Sector:

It was apprise to the house that as on 31t March 2025 the ACP achievement under Total Priority
sector of the State stood at 75.26% and only Punjab & Sind bank (130.04%) is the only bank
among Public Sector Bank who have achieved their allotted target under Total Priority Sector for
FY 2024-25, whereas Indian Bank (37.86%) remain the lowest achiever among the Public Sector
Banks.
Further, among Private sector Banks DBS (701.81%) and JSCB (524.82%) have achieved
their allotted target for FY 2024-25 under MSME sector.
(Action: For information to all)
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It was informed to the house that again the achievement of Axis Bank remained on the lower side.
The bank achievement stood at 64.03% under TPS as on 31.03.2025. The bank was advised to
submit the reason for low ACP achievement in FY 2024-25 and provide SLBC with the strategy the
bank is going to adopt in CFY.

(Action: Axis Bank)

The house was apprised that under outstanding Q-0-Q comparison of Total Priority sector the
State has shown de-growth under number of account by -2.79% and growth under amount wise by
1.97%.

DGM SLBC said that there is decline of Q-0-Q in number of accounts of Kotak Mahindra
Bank by -20.72% under Total Priority Sector. The bank was advised to submit the reason for de-
growth in number of accounts.

The representative from the bank said that he had no knowledge regarding the above,
therefore the bank will provide the same in Action Taken Report of the meeting.

(Action: Kotak Mahindra Bank)

Progress under Total ACP:

It was apprise to the house that as on 31st March 2025 the total ACP achievement of the State
stood at 91.21% and among Public Sector Bank CBI (165.04%), Canara Bank (115.49%), BOB
(100.93%) IOB (115.49%), PSB (135.60%) and BOM (111.50%) are the banks who have achieved
their allotted target under Total ACP for FY 2024-25, whereas Indian Bank (50.45%) remain the
lowest achiever among the Public Sector Banks.

Further, among Private sector Banks IDBI (100.24%), Karnataka (153.26%), SIB (138.30%)
and DBS (154.51%) have achieved their allotted target for FY 2024-25 under Total ACP.
(Action: For information to all)

Position of MSME Sector:

Total MSME (Sector wise) position in Jharkhand state was discussed in the meeting. SLBC
informed that there has been decline of 65000 micro accounts in comparison to last year March
qguarter, however, amount has increased from Rs.20342.88 Crores as of 31.03.2024 to
Rs.23,721.00 Crores as of 31.03.2025.

Further it was informed that major decline in number of accounts in comparison to last FY
2023-24 is of Indusind Bank. There is decline of 64,313 accounts of Indusind Bank in comparison
to last FY.

(Action: Indusind Bank)

Jana SFB has reported growth of 10,382 accounts under Micro Enterprises in comparison to last

FY. The bank had reported 385 accounts as on 31.03.2024 which has increased to 10,767 as on

31.03.2025. The bank was advised to provide SLBC with the reason in huge increase for number
of accounts under Micro Enterprises reporting.

(Action: Jana SFB)

Esaf SFB has reported de-growth of 8815 accounts under Micro Enterprises in comparison to last
FY. The bank has reported 18252 account as on 31.03.2024 which has declined to 9437 accounts
as on 31.03.2025. The bank was advised to provide SLBC with the reason in huge decrease in
number of accounts under Micro Enterprises reporting.

(Action: ESAF SFB)

Whereas in case of Small Enterprises there as has been decline of 22,000 small enterprises
account however, there is increase of Rs.1147 crore in Small Enterprises in comparison to last
year March quarter.

It was informed that under Small Enterprises major decline in number of accounts is from

7asts, (Action: Central Bank of India)
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It was informed that in case of Medium Enterprises there is no progress in number of accounts in
comparison to last year March quarter. Also, the State has shown an increase in Rs.741 Crores in
Medium Enterprises amount comparison to 4" quarter of last FY. It was further informed that
overall MSME sector in the State has grown by Rs.5304 Crores.

(Action: For Information to all)

It was briefed to the house that number of Mudra loan outstanding as of 31.03.2025 is 20.92 lacs.
The major contributor being Indusind Bank (8.87 lacs), Bank of India (2.58 lacs), Bandhan Bank
(2.42 lacs), and Utkarsh SFB (1.52 lacs).

(Action: For Information to all)

The house was further informed that total sanctions under PMSVANIDHI as of 31.03.2025 in the
State stood at 1,11,154 accounts. It was apprise to the house that as per the notification received
from Department of Financial Services, New Delhi following are the clarification regarding
PMSVAnidhi Loans:

» No new loan application to be accepted after 31.12.2024.

» Loan applications already sanctioned till December 3l, 2024 can be disbursed as per
existing scheme guidelines.

» Loan applications received till 31.12.2024 can be processed/sanctioned as per existing
scheme guidelines but cannot be disbursed till the approval of extension/ restructuring of
scheme.

However, it was informed that banks are still having applications that have been sanctioned but
pending for disbursement. The major pendency is lying with SBI with 605 applications, BOB
with264 applications, Canara Bank with 207 applications, UBI with 102 applications and Indian
Bank with 95 applications.

(Action: All the other banks)

Apart from the other banks it was advised to all the banks to clear their pendency by end of May
2025. These banks are: Bank of India (10 applications), BOM (41 applications), CBI (83
applications), HDFC (16 applications), IDBI (112 applications), IOB (59 applications), J&K Bank (02
applications), Karnataka Bank (25 applications), Karur (01 applications), Kotak Mahindra (02
applications), PSB (02 applications), PNB (09 applications), JRG Bank (33 applications), UCO (19
applications) and Utkarsh SFB (19 applications).
DGM RBI suggested banks to communicate with two ways of communication before
rejecting any PMSVANIdhi applications.
(Action: All banks with PMSVANIidhi Pendency)

It was apprised to the house that target under PMEGP for FY 2024-25 is 1520 and as of
31.03.2025 banks has sanctioned 2068 applications. The major contributor being SBI (515), BOI
(456) and JRG Bank (422). The house was informed that number of loan outstanding under
PMEGP in State stands at 20,641. The major contributors are: Bank of India (6,557), State Bank of
India (4754) and JRG Bank (2790). The house showed concern on low sanctioning under PMEGP
application by the Private Sector Banks and requested the member to enhance sanction under the
above scheme.

(Action: All Banks)

The representative from the KVIC informed the house that subsidy amounting to Rs.36.00 Crores
has been released in FY 2024-25 and target for FY 2025-26 is yet to come after which subsidy
amount will be released. The representative stated that the matter related to pending subsidy has
been raised before the minister.

It was requested to KVIC to share the bank wise pending cases with SLBC, where
subsidy is pending to be released by the Department.

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Review of NPA:

NPA Position was discussed in the Sub Committee meeting. There is decrease NPA percentage (-
4.38%) in comparison to last year. NPA percentage has reached to 5.32% as of 31.03.2025. Banks
should try all possible ways for better recovery. It was also informed that while comparing Y-0-Y
the NPA amount has increased by 10.02% which is a matter for concern for the banks as well as
State. The decrease in NPA percentage is mainly due to increase in advance by 13.09%. Further it
was also informed that PNB (18.75%), Indian Bank (11.09%), BOI (14.89%), UCO (10.08%) &
DCCB (16.76%) has the highest NPA percentage.

It was informed to the house that Case wise SARFAESI list is not been provided by the bank
to SLBC except few banks. DGM SLBC advised all the banks to provide the list wise SARFAESI
Cases where DM permission is pending, so that necessary steps from SLBC end can be taken.

(Action: All Banks with SARFAESI pending cases)

It was informed that NPA percentage of DCCB has drastically came down from 34.09% in
31.12.2024 to 16.76% as on 31.03.2025. It was advised to DCCB to check whether the data is
correct and if it is correct, reason for decline.

(Action: DCCB)

Position of Certificate Case was discussed in the house. It was informed that banks have reported
that as on 31.03.2025 there are 48,033 accounts are pending to be disposed off which amounts to
Rs144326.43 lakhs. Whereas the position of DRT as on 31.03.2025 is that 4396 cases are to be
disposed which amounts to Rs239210.27 lakhs.

(Action: All Banks)

LDM Deoghar reported that there is no certificate officer in Deoghar District. SLBC advised all the
LDM to inform SLBC whether their concerned districts is also facing any problem regarding non
availability of Certificate Officer or not.

(Action: SLBC & All LDMs)

It was informed to the house that as of 31.03.2025 notice issued under Sec 13/2 of SARFAESI act
is 3165 accounts out of the Symbolic possession taken under Sec 13/4 is in 1155 cases. However,
637 cases are pending for DM permission.
It was informed to the house that highest number of cases pending is with Bank of India
(179) followed by ICICI Bank (100) and Canara Bank (83).
(Action: BOI, ICICI & Canara)

DGM SLBC advised all the banks to provide revised data on SARFAESI to SLBC and if there is no
changes in data banks need to reply according to SLBC. SLBC was also advised to send a letter to
banks regarding the same for collection of SARFAESI data.

(Action: SLBC & All Banks)

NPA Position under Government Sponsored Schemes:

NPA position under various Govt. Sponsored Schemes were also discussed. As on 31.03.2025,
there is 24.23% NPA under PMEGP loans, 14.21% under Stand up India, 1.13% under SHG and
12.74% under PMMY. Banks should explore and expedite the recovery process in these NPA
accounts at the earliest.

(Action: All Banks)
Export Finance:

As per the data received from banks it was noticed that total Export Finance of all the banks in the
state has decreased from Rs.78121 lakhs as on December, 2024 to Rs.46698 lakhs as on March
2025. It was informed that Canara Bank has reported Rs 34,843 lakhs outstanding under Export

'/ﬂ'\”;F_;n'; ance in this quarter, UCO Bank has reported outstanding of Rs.65 lakhs and State Bank of India
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has reported Rs.11790 lakh as on 31.03.2025. All the banks who have yet not lent for export

finance were also advised to explore the possibilities for the same.
(Action: All Banks)

It was informed to the house that while approaching the FPOs for financing by the branches, FPOs
are not showing interest for finance.

NABARD suggested all the banks to contact their DDMs for contacting the FPOs for
financing. SLBC requested NABARD to provide the district wise list of DDMs along with FPOs

grade wise list.
(Action: All Banks & NABARD)

The meeting ended with vote of thanks to the chair.

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Minutes of the meeting of SLBC Sub-Committee on Housing Finance
held on 09.05.2025 to review Housing Finance for March’25 quarter

SLBC Sub-committee meeting on Housing Finance was convened for the quarter ended March
2025 on 09-05-2025 at Office of the DMA, Urban Development and Housing Department, Govt.
of Jharkhand, JUPMI Building, Dhurwa, Ranchi to discuss and review the progress of the

following agenda items:

1. Review of Housing Finance of Banks (Priority & Non Priority Sector)
2. Home Loan sanctioned to EWS beneficiaries under Vertical-lll: Affordable Housing

Project (AHP) of PMAY-Urban Jharkhand

The meeting was chaired by Shri Satyendra Kumar, I.A.S. Director, DMA, UD & HD and attended
by Ms Abhilasha Kumari, Asst. Director, DMA , Shri Kamlesh Mandal, AGM SBI, Smt. Prachi
Mishra, Senior Manager, SLBC Jharkhand and representatives from NHB, PNB, Canara Bank,
Union Bank, ICICI Bank, Bank of India, Indian Bank, Bank of Baroda, HDFC Bank, JRGB and Indian
Overseas Bank. Representatives from Axis Bank were absent. (Attendance: - Attached)

The meeting started with the welcome address by Shri Kamlesh Mandal, AGM SBlI. After brief
introduction, following points as per the agenda items were discussed in detail and action

points emanated as under:

1.

During the meeting, the minutes of last meeting dated 29.01.2024 was circulated. After
going through the minutes, there was no query from the participants and the proceedings

of the previous meeting is confirmed.

Ms. Abhilasha, Asst. Director, DMA discussed the progress after last meeting in financing to
Weaker Section as well as small size housing loans. She advised that progress by Bank in
financing loans to weaker section especially under PMAY-U is still not satisfactory. She
asked about the specific names of schemes of Banks for financing to the EWS. She also
asked whether Banks could provide the loans to EWS, if the Central or State Government

guarantees it. (Action: All Banks)

Ms. Abhilasha, Asst. Director, DMA informed the Bank that a draft is being prepared by
Housing Department for PMAY -U (2.0) which will be circulated to all Banks shortly and will
be asked the banks to provide the suggestion, if_any amendment/modification required so
that all Banks can implement the scheme without any hurdle/constraint in future. (Action:

DMA and All Banks)

Shri Kamlesh Mandal, AGM, SBI, requested Union Bank to submit meaningful ATR. They
submitted the same ATR for quarter ended Mar 2025 as submitted in last quarter although
Housing Department has already clarified it in the last meetings that there is no expiry for
MOU and is/are valid until repayment of entire loan. (Action: Union Bank)

Shri Hemant Kumar, Sr. Manager, Indian Bank requested to provide the contact information
of ULBs at Jamshedpur. (Action: DMA)



- Housing department appreciated Canara Bank as they had financed under PMAY urban.
Housing department has asked them to continue to financing under PMAY-U. Reasons were
asked to Canara Bank for sanctioning only 5 loans in this quarter although the 76

applications are pending at their end. Overall 450 applications pending at different
branches of Canara Bank. (Action: Canara Bank)

7. Sri Vicky Saurabh, Sr. Manager, HDFC Bank shared that they have get the approval for
financing under PMAY-U of Jamshedpur and Ranchi Project. They asked the Department to
provide the applications for financing loans under these projects. (Action: RMC & JNAC)

8. Smt. Prachi Mishra, Manager, SLBC Jharkhand asked to all banks if they have the Internal
Circular for financing the loans to EWS.

9. Shri Mukesh Jha, PMAY-U SLTC, DMA suggested to organize a workshop with department

and all banks about Interest Subsidy Scheme (ISS) vertical of PMAY-U 2.0. (Action: DMA and
all Banks).

10. Representative from Axis Bank was not present in the meeting and they were absent in the
last meeting also. Axis Bank must ensure their presence in all meeting organize in future

without fail. Axis Bank also advised to update the status of pending PMAY application with
them at the earliest. (Action: Axis bank)

Finally, meeting was concluded with vote of thanks to the Chairperson and all other

participants by Sri A.K.Pandey, AGM, Bank of India.

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MINUTES FOR SLBC SUB-COMMITTEE MEETING ON SECURIT Y
HELD ON 21.04.2025

The SLBC Sub-committee meeting on Security aspect of Banks for the quarter ended March 2025
was held on 21.04.2025 under the chairmanship of Smt. Sandhya Rani Mehta, DIG, CID
Jharkhand.

1. Shri Kamlesh Mandal, AGM(SLBC), SBI welcomed all the officials present in the meeting
and advised that minutes of last meeting dated 20.01.2024 was circulated and ATR has been
submitted by different banks.

In reference to minutes of the last meeting, Shri Om Prakash, Security Officer, Bank of India
informed that 2 guns at Gumla branch hadstill not been surrendered. Gumla Thana had denied to
receive the guns. Shri Amar Krishna of Bank of Baroda informed the House that permission for
disposal of gun should be obtained from DC and thereafter gun should be handed over to gun
dealer.

Shri Om Prakash also discussed about the non-allotment of firing range for training by JAP
Bariatu. DIG Madam advised that JAP firing range is no longer available and request should be
made for STF firing range.

2. Thereafter, representatives of different banks have shared the incidences of Burglary, attempt
of robbery/loot at Bank branches/ATMs, fire during the period 1% Jan’25 to 31% Mar’25. '
Shri. Alok Kumar from SBI informed about a Burglary incident that took place in Barwatoli
Branch on 03.02.2025. The Burglar had made forceful entry by breaking one permanently closed
window. There was no cash loss during the incident, however 3 FRFCs kept in BM’s cabin were
damaged. FIR no 33/2025 has been registered with Chandwa police station on 03.02.2025 U/S
303(2)/305 BNS.

Shri. Vijay Prakash from SBI informed that there was an attempt of Burglary in Sarwan Branch
on 04.01.2025. There was no cash loss. FIR No. 2/25 has been lodged. He also mentioned about
attempts to rob ATMs at Barhi, Dhab and Barsot.

3. Shri. Vikas Kumar of Punjab National Bank informed that unknown miscreant entcred Hinoo
Branch ATM’s premises with a wooden stick to open the ATM machine on 07.02.2025 at around
12:40 am. There was no Cash loss but the upper body of ATM machine was damaged. The culprit
was caught and FIR no.48/25 dated 07.02.2025 has been lodged. -

4. Shri. Ravi Bhushan of Central Bank of India informed that there was a burglary attempt at
Sagma Branchon 04.03.2025 where unidentified burglars tried to enter the bank by breaking the
ventilator and tried to enter the strong room. However, they could not succeed and flew through
same ventilator. There was no cash loss.

5. Shri. Gagan Gupta from IDBI Bank informed about an ATM theft that happened at Nirsa
Branch, Dhanbadin the month of January 2025, where two suspects came to the ATM and put an
aluminum kind of plate at the dispenser which resulted in a cash loss of Rs.19000.

6. Shri Mrityunjay Kumar of Indian Overseas Bank discussedabout 3 incidences of ATMs that
happened at Marar branch, Saraidhela branch and Hazaribagh branch. He advised that tampering

with ATM machine mostly takes place in offsite ATMs where guard is not there. He informed
that card reader tampering incidents are done by putting some devices or putting fevikwik etc. He
was requested to share the modus operandi/details of such type of incents to SLBC Jharkhand so
that it can be circulated for the benefit of all. (Action: IOB)

7. The house also discussed the issues faced in filing complaint as some branches have experience
dreluctance on the part of thana in registering the complaint.

8. The representative of BOI informed about maintaining night duty police beat register at
Currency chests. Patrolling is not done regularly at their Shyamali currency chest.

9. DIG Madam, CID Jharkhand suggested the house as under:

i) Any security incident faced by the banks should be reported to local thana. In case of any

difficulty, immediate senior official should be contacted or the matter should be escalated to CID,

Jharkhand through e-mail or whatsapp message.

ii) The home guards at Currency Chest should be more vigilant and night patrolling should be

done.

iii )DIG Madam suggested that customers should be made aware of various types of tampering

attempts being made nowadays in ATM machines. Awareness amongst customers should also be

increased by various ways like pamphlets in ATM kiosk or by flash messages.

iv) For training purpose of guards, request should be made for STF firing range and not for JAP

firing range.

Proceedings for the meetings of Subcommittee on Agriculture and Allied Sector

The 15t meeting of the SLBC Sub Committee on Agriculture & Allied Activities was held on 08t
May 2025, at NABARD Jharkhand RO under the chairmanship of Shri Gautam K Singh, CGM
NABARD. The meeting was attended by Shri Pradeep Hazari, Special Secretary representing
Secy Agriculture, Animal Husbandry & Co-operatives, Government of Jharkhand. Shri C.H
Gopala Krishna, DGM, SLBC, officials from Department of Agriculture , Department of
Animal Husbandry, Department of Fisheries, Government of Jharkhand , as well as officers
from member banks of the sub-committee, including RBI, SLBC, Bank Of India ( BoI), Bank
Of Baroda ( BoB), Punjab National Bank ( PNB) , Canara Bank, Jharkhand Rajya Gramin Bank
and progressive farmers, Jharkhand State Cooperative Bank , IndusInd Bank, along with
representatives from AIF and PMFME attended the meeting. The representatives of Minister
for Agriculture and Cooperative also attended the meeting.

Shri Gautam K Singh, CGM NABARD, delivered the welcome address, highlighting key issues
such as improving the flow of Ground Level Credit (GLC) to agriculture and the low
achievement of Annual Credit Plan (ACP) targets. He urged members to deliberate on
measures to enhance term lending in agriculture, particularly under the Kisan Credit Card
(KCC) scheme.

He emphasized the potential for increasing agricultural loans in Jharkhand and proposed
setting up facilities for regular meetings on Animal Husbandry and Fisheries, involving Lead
District Managers (LDMs), District Development Managers (DDMs), and the Fisheries
Department. He also underscored the viability of forming clusters for pulses and oilseeds in
regions such as Santhal Pargana, Hazaribagh, East Singhbhum, Palamu, and Garhwa.

Furthermore, CGM Shri Gautam K Singh informed the gathering that Jharkhand is a leading
state in PACS computerization. In the second phase, 2,871 Primary Agricultural Credit
Societies (PACS) and LAMPS will be computerized. Aligning with the Ministry of
Cooperation's vision of achieving a 40% GDP contribution from the cooperative sector, he
stressed the importance of developing LAMPS and PACS as a sustainable, one-stop solutions.

Shri CH Gopala Krishna, DGM, SLBC urged bankers to priorities the credit to the agriculture
sector and requested all banks to contribute towards agriculture sector. He also emphasized
accurate reporting of data, as various government policies and schemes depend on it.

Shri Pradeep Hazari, Special Secretary, Department of Agriculture, Animal Husbandry & Co-
operative Jharkhand raised concerns about low flow of credit under the Kisan Credit Card
(KCC) scheme. He also emphasized the need to increase banking transactions in rural areas of
Jharkhand to boost the economy of Jharkhand.

Local progressive farmers from Ranchi and Khunti who have availed loan facilities from
various banks and expressed their concerns on banks not increasing the corpus of Crop loan
sanctioned to them.

A detailed presentation was made on the various agenda points like review of KCC, Animal
Husbandry and Fisheries Sector, also the overall achievement under ATL etc. Performance of
other sectors like AIF, PMFME and FPO financing were also reviewed.

It was decided to write to the controllers of the private sector banks to give correct data
regarding agricultural crop and term loans disbursement and overdue. Perhaps wrong
classification and categorization is being done.
