Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSMEs) is
a force multiplier playing a vital role in employment
' generation, entrepreneurship development, and inclusive
growth In Jharkhand’s economy. With a strong foundation in traditional
sectors such as handicrafts, handlooms, agro-processing, and tribal
artistry, the state offers immense potential for MSME expansion through
targeted credit support, infrastructure development, and market linkages.
It is also blessed with plenty of natural resources and labour force.

The Jharkhand MSME Policy 2023 is a landmark initiative aimed at
holistic MSME growth and announcements made during State Budget
2025—26 also reflected strong commitment of Government towards
MSME development. Despite these efforts, MSMEs continue to face
challenges such as limited access to credit, skill gaps, low technology
adoption, and inadequate market linkages.

To address credit related gaps, NABARD provides refinance support to
RFIs for enhancing credit flow in the sector. NABARD seeks greater
convergence with banks and government departments. NABARD actively
promotes government schemes such as MEGP, MUDRA, Stand-Up
India, CGTMSE, AIF, RAMP, State govt initiatives which can
significantly empower rural entrepreneurs. NABARD’s financial
literacy initiatives play a crucial role in sensitizing rural artisans and
entrepreneurs about formal financial systems, digital banking, and
responsible credit usage, thereby empowering them to make informed
financial decisions and access institutional finance for their ventures.

To supplement the MSME sector, foster entrepreneurship and enhance
livelihood opportunities in rural Jharkhand, NABARD has been actively
implementing Skill Development Programmes, Micro Enterprise
Development Programmes (MEDPs) and Livelihood and
Enterprise Development Programmes (LEDPs). These initiatives
focus on skill upgradation, hands-on training, and soft skill development
for members of Self-Help Groups (SHGs) and other rural communities.
These programmes have empowered rural youth and women to take up
income-generating activities in sectors like food processing, tailoring,
handicrafts, and agri-allied enterprises, thereby promoting self-reliance
and sustainable livelihoods.



The Rural Enterprise Producer Organisation (REPO) scheme,
introduced by NABARD, aims to collectivise rural artisans and non-farm
producers into formal, registered entities to enhance their access to
finance, infrastructure, and markets. By supporting both new and existing
enterprises, REPOs help streamline value chains, promote
entrepreneurship, and boost rural incomes. The scheme also emphasizes
capacity building, design innovation, and sustainable business practices
for long-term viability.

For enhancing market access, NABARD has been organizing national-
level events like the Diwali Mela and Grameen Bharat Mohatsav,
offering rural artisans and MSMEs a platform to showcase and sell their
products. Initiatives such as Rural Haats and Rural Marts have
further strengthened grassroots marketing infrastructure. Additionally,
NABARD is facilitating digital transformation by onboarding rural
enterprises onto platforms like ONDC and promoting Geographical
Indication (GI) tagging to enhance product value and market reach.

Through a range of targeted interventions—NABARD is actively nurturing
a vibrant MSME ecosystem in Jharkhand as envisaged in State policy. We
look forward to collaborative efforts from all stakeholders to unlock the
full potential of MSMEs in Jharkhand and drive sustainable economic

prosperity.

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6.9 SCHEME ANNOUNCED UNDER ATMA NIRBHAR BHARAT

A) Partial Credit Guarantee Scheme: As part of Aatmanirbhar Bharat Abhiyan, announced by the
Government, Partial Credit Guarantee Scheme (PCGS) 2.0 was launched on 20.05.2020 to
provide Portfolio Guarantee for purchase of Bonds or Commercial Papers (CPs) with a rating of AA and
below issued by NBFCs/HFCs/ MFIs by Public Sector Banks (PSBs). It was envisaged to purchase
Bonds/ CPs of Rs. 45,000 crore under PCGS 2.0 of which the maximum headroom permissible for
purchase of Bonds/ CPs rated AA/AA- was 25% of the total portfolio i.e. Rs. 11,250 crore. In addition,
the Government had separately announced the Special Liquidity Scheme for purchase of Commercial
Papers (CPs) and Non-Convertible Debentures (NCDs) issued by NBFCs/HFCs with a residual maturity
of upto 3 months, which could be extended for a further period of upto 3 months, of a total value not
exceeding Rs. 30,000 crore to be extended by the amount required as per need.

Under PCGS 2.0, PSBs have approved purchase of Bonds/ CPs rated AA/AA- issued by 28
entities and Bonds/CPs rated below AA- issued by 62 entities, amounting to Rs. 21,262 crore
overall. The average ticket size of Bonds/CPs rated below AA- is significantly lower than the average
ticket size of Bonds/CPs rated AA/AA-.Under SLS, proposals of Rs. 7,464 crore have been approved
for purchase so far.

Keeping in view the progress under the Scheme and the fact that the stipulated limit for AA/AA- rated
Bonds/CPs has been nearly reached while the appetite for lower rated Bonds/CPs is nearing saturation
considering their lower ticket size, the Government has now decided to modify PCGS 2.0 for
purchase of Bonds/CPs as under:

i.  Additional 3 months have been granted to build up the portfolio. At the end of six months, i.e. by
19.11.2020, the portfolio shall be crystallised based on actual amount disbursed, for the
Guarantee to come into effect.

ii.  Atthe portfolio level, AA and AA- investment sub-portfolio under the Scheme should not exceed
50% (instead of 25% stipulated earlier) of the total portfolio of Bonds/ CPs purchased by PSBs
under the Scheme.

It is expected that the above modification will provide greater flexibility to PSBs in purchasing
Bonds/CPs under PCGS 2.0.

Under the scheme no banks have reported any progress so far under the scheme.

B) Emergency Credit Line Guarantee Scheme: The Scheme shall be named as ‘Emergency
Credit Line Guarantee Scheme (ECLGS)'. It shall have three components, ECLGS 1.0 , ECLGS 2.0,
ECLGS 3.0 and ECLGS 4.0 (hereinafter together referred as the ‘Scheme’). ECLGS-1.0 refers to the
scheme for providing 100% Guarantee to member lending institutions in respect of eligible credit facility
extended by them to its borrowers whose total credit outstanding (fund based only) across all lending
institutions and days past due as on February 29, 2020 was upto Rs.50 crore and upto 60 days
respectively. ECLGS-2.0 refers to the scheme for providing 100% Guarantee to member lending
institutions in respect of eligible credit facility extended by them to its borrowers in the 26 sectors
identified by the Kamath Committee on Resolution Framework vide its report dated 04.09.2020 and the
Healthcare sector whose total credit outstanding (fund based only) across all lending institutions and
days past due as on February 29, 2020 was above Rs.50 crore and not exceeding Rs.500 crore and
upto 60 days respectively. ECLGS 3.0 refers to the scheme for providing 100% guarantee to member
lending institutions in respect of eligible credit facility extended by them to its borrowers in the Hospitality
(hotels, restaurants, marriage halls, canteens etc.), Travel & Tourism, Leisure & Sporting and Civil
Aviation (scheduled and non-scheduled airlines, chartered flight operators, air ambulances and airports)
sectors whose days past due are upto 60 days as on 29.02.2020. ECLGS 4.0 refers to the scheme for
providing 100% guarantee to member lending institutions in respect of eligible credit facility extended by
them to eligible hospitals/nursing homes/clinics/medical colleges / units engaged in manufacturing of
liquid oxygen, oxygen cylinders etc. for setting up of on-site oxygen producing plants. The credit product
for which guarantee would be provided under the Scheme shall be named as ‘Guaranteed Emergency
Credit Line (GECL)'.
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Purpose of Scheme

To provide 100% guarantee coverage for the GECL assistance of loan outstanding as on 29th February,
2020 to eligible borrowers, in the form of additional term loan /working capital term loan facility (under
ECLGS 1.0, 2.0 and 3.0 & 4.0) and/or non-fund based facility (under ECLGS 2.0 & 4.0) in case of banks
and Financial Institutions, and additional term loan facility (under ECLGS 1.0, 2.0,3.0 & 4.0), in case of
NBFCs, from all 2 Member Lending Institutions (MLISs) to eligible Business Enterprises / Micro, Small
and Medium Enterprise (MSME) borrowers, including interested PMMY borrowers, in view of COVID-19
crisis, as a special Scheme.

Performance of State:-
v The total eligible accounts so far reported by the banks as on 30" September,2021 is
1,18,361 A/c’s and their eligible outstanding is Rs. 1913.59 crores under the scheme.
v' The state has reported total 95,903 applications sanctioned of Rs. 1,849.06 crores under
the scheme.
v' Out of total sanction, 96.63 % disbursement has reported by the Banks as on 30" June,
2021.

Emergency Credit Line Guarantee Scheme (ECLGS) since its launch, has extended relief to over
1.15 Crore Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSMES) and businesses. It has provided support to
eligible borrowers in meeting their operational liabilities and restarting their businesses in the wake of
disruptions caused by the COVID-19 pandemic.

As on 24th September 2021, loans sanctioned have crossed Rs. 2.86 lakh crore under the Scheme and
out of total guarantees issued, about 95% of the guarantees issued are for loans sanctioned to Micro,
Small and Medium Enterprises.

Government has been receiving demands from various Industry bodies and other stakeholders to extend
the scheme to ensure continued support to eligible sectors/businesses. With a view to support various
businesses impacted by the second wave of COVID 19 pandemic, it has been has decided to extend
the timeline of Emergency Credit Line Guarantee Scheme (ECLGS) till 31.03.2022 or till guarantees for
an amount of Rs 4.5 lakh crore are issued under the scheme, whichever is earlier.

Further, the last date of disbursement under the scheme has also been extended to 30.06.2022.
The following modifications have been made in the scheme to enable support to businesses impacted
by the second wave of COVID.

e Existing borrowers under ECLGS 1.0 & 2.0 would be eligible for additional credit support of upto
10% of total credit outstanding as on 29.02.2020 or 31.03.2021, whichever is higher.

e Businesses who have not availed assistance under ECLGS (ECLGS 1.0 or 2.0), can avail credit
support of upto 30% of their credit outstanding as on 31.03.2021.

e Businesses in sectors specified under ECLGS 3.0, who have previously not availed ECLGS, can
avail credit support up to 40% of their credit outstanding as on 31.03.2021, to the maximum of
Rs.200 crore per borrower;

e Incremental credit can be availed within these limits by existing ECLGS borrowers whose
eligibility increased because of change in cut off date to 31.03.2021 from 29.02.2020.

e Accordingly, Borrowers who have availed assistance under ECLGS and whose credit outstanding
as on 31.03.2021 (excluding support under ECLGS) is higher than that on 29.02.2020 shall be
eligible for incremental support within the cap stipulated undereCLGS 1.0,2.0 or 3.0.

Loans of about Rs. 3.67 Lakh crore have been sanctioned under ECLGS till 05.08.2022.

The Department of Financial Services (DFS), Ministry of Finance, has modified the Emergency Credit
Line Guarantee Scheme (ECLGS) to enhance the maximum loan amount eligibility for airlines under
ECLGS 3.0 to 100% of their fund based or non-fund-based loan outstanding as on the reference dates
or Rs. 1,500 crore, whichever is lower; and of the above, Rs. 500 crore shall be considered, based on
equity contribution by the owners.

Keeping in view the high proportion of non-fund based credit in the overall credit of the civil aviation
sector, the eligible borrowers were permitted to avail up to 50% of their highest total fund and non-fund
based credit outstanding, subject to a maximum of Rs. 400 crore per borrower.

1.19 crore borrowers benefit from guarantees amounting to Rs 3.65 lakh crore under
ECLGS as on 31st March 2023.

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C) Special Liquidity Scheme for NBFCs and HFCs: The Special Liquidity Scheme of Rs. 30,000
crore for NBFCs and HFCs is being implemented w.e.f. 1% July, 2020 as a follow up of one of the
announcements under Aatma Nirbhar Bharat package made by the Union Minister for Finance &
Corporate Affairs Smt. Nirmala Sitharaman on 13" May, 2020. The Scheme has been launched to
improve the liquidity position of NBFCs/HFCs through a Special Purpose Vehicle (SPV) to avoid any
potential systemic risks to the financial sector.

The Scheme has received a very positive response. The Scheme is being implemented by SLS Trust,
the SPV set up by SBI Capital Markets Limited (SBICAP). Any NBFC including Microfinance Institutions
registered with RBI under the Reserve Bank of India Act, 1934 (excluding those registered as Core
Investment Companies) and any HFC registered with the National Housing Bank (NHB) under the
National Housing Bank Act, 1987 which is complying with certain specified conditions are eligible to raise
funding from this facility. The Scheme will remain open for 3 months for making subscriptions by the
Trust. The Scheme permits both primary and secondary market purchases of debt and seeks to address
the short-term liquidity issues of NBFCs/HFCs. Therefore, those market participants who are looking to
exit their standard investments with a residual maturity of 90 days may also approach the SLS Trust.

No banks have reported any progress so far under the scheme.

D) 2% Interest Subvention approved on prompt repayment of Shishu Loans under Pradhan
Mantri MUDRA Yojana for a period of 12 months: Union Cabinet chaired by Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi approved a scheme for interest subvention of 2% for a period of 12 months, to all Shishu
loan accounts under Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana (PMMY) to eligible borrowers. This Scheme is for
the implementation of one of the measures relating to MSMEs, announced under the Atma Nirbhar
Bharat Abhiyan. Under PMMY, loans for income-generating activities up to Rs. 50,000 are termed as
Shishu loans. PMMY loans are extended by Member Lending Institutions viz. Scheduled Commercial
Banks, Non-BankingFinance Companies and Micro Financial Institutions, registered with Mudra Ltd.
The scheme will be extended to loans which meet the following criteria - outstanding as on 31 March,
2020; and not in Non-Performing Asset (NPA) category, as per Reserve Bank of India (RBI) guidelines,
on 31% March 2020 and during the period of operation of the Scheme.

The interest subvention would be payable for the months in which the accounts are not in NPA category
including for the months that the account becomes a performing asset again, after turning NPA. The
scheme will incentivize people who will make regular repayments of loans.

The estimated cost of the Scheme would be approximately Rs. 1,542 crore which would be provided by
the Government of India.

The Scheme will be implemented through the Small Industries Development Bank of India (SIDBI) and
will be in operation for 12 months.

For borrowers, who have been allowed a moratorium by their respective lenders, as permitted by RBI
under the ‘COVID 19 Regulatory Package’, the Scheme would commence post completion of the
moratorium period till a period of 12 months i.e. from September 01, 2020 till August 31, 2021. For other
borrowers, the scheme would commence w.e.f. June 01, 2020 till May 31, 2021.

The last date of submission of claims under 2% Interest Subvention Scheme (ISS) Shishu Loans has
been extended till April 30, 2022. Interest Subvention Scheme for MUDRA - Shishu Loan.

More than 34.42 crore loan accounts amounting to Rs. 18.60 lakh crore opened since launch of
Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana

E) Ethanol Blended Petrol Programme (EBP Programme): Ethanol is an agro-based product, mainly
produced from a by-product of the sugar industry, namely molasses. In years of surplus production of
sugarcane, when prices are depressed, the sugar industry is unable to make timely payment of cane
price to farmers. The Ethanol Blending Programme (EBP) seeks to achieve blending of Ethanol with
motor sprit with a view to reducing pollution, conserve foreign exchange and increase value addition in
the sugar industry enabling them to clear cane price arrears of farmers.

The Central Government has scaled up blending targets from 5% to 10% under the Ethanol Blending
Programme (EBP). The procedure of procurement of ethanol under the EBP has been simplified to
streamline the entire ethanol supply chain and remunerative ex-depot price of ethanol has been fixed.
To facilitate achieving of new blending targets, a "grid” which networks distilleries to OMC depots and
details quantities to be supplied has been worked out. State-wise demand profile has also been
projected, keeping in view distances, capacities and other sectoral demands. Excise duty has also been
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waived on ethanol supplies to OMCs for EBP by sugar mills during 2015-16 (up to 10 August, 2016).
The results have been quite encouraging, with supplies doubling every year. In the year 2013-14, ethanol
supplied for blending was only 38 crore litres, whereas in 2014-15, under the modified EBP supplies
increased to 67 crore litres. In the ethanol season 2015-16, the ethanol supply has been historically high
and has reached 111 crore litres achieving 4.2% of blending. In the ethanol season 2016-17, out of 80
cr litre contracted about 66.51 cr litre has been supplied. Further, in the ethanol season 2017-18, LOI
has been issued for supply of 139.51 cr litres of ethanol, out of which agreement have been signed for
136 cr litres and about 46.25 cr litre has been supplied so far. In addition second round of tender has
been opened by OMCs for bidding for procurement of 117 cr litre of ethanol under EBP.

Government has also notified the National Policy on Biofuels — 2018 which laid out indicative
target of 20% blending of ethanol in petrol and 5% blending of biodiesel in diesel by 2030 in the
country. Based on the encouraging initiatives on supply side of ethanol, Government has
advanced the target of 20% blending of ethanol in petrol from 2030 to 2025-26.

The measures taken by the Government for the benefits of ethanol manufacturers inter alia, include
permitting multiple sugarcane and grain based feedstock for ethanol production, fixing feedstock wise
remunerative ethanol procurement prices, introducing amended Industries (Development and
Regulation) Act, 1951 for uninterrupted production, storage and movement of ethanol across the country,
bringing ethanol meant for EBP Programme under lowest GST slab rate of 5% to increase production of
ethanol and promote EBP Programme and introducing interest subvention schemes during 2018, 2019,
2020 and 2021 for augmentation and enhancement of ethanol production capacity in the country. Oil
Marketing Companies (OMCs) have also signed long term ethanol off-take agreements with prospective
project proponents to set up dedicated ethanol plants in deficit states.

“INDIA HAS ACHIEVED THE TARGET OF 10 PERCENT ETHANOL BLENDING, 5 MONTHS AHEAD OF
SCHEDULE”

Government of India, with the aim to enhance India’s energy security, reduce import dependency on fuel,
save foreign exchange, address environmental issues and give a boost to domestic agriculture sector, has
been promoting the Ethanol Blended Petrol (EBP) Programme. The ‘National Policy on Biofuels’ notified by
the Government in 2018 envisaged an indicative target of 20% ethanol blending in petrol by year 2030.
However, considering the encouraging performance, due to various interventions made by the Government
since 2014, the target of 20% ethanol blending was advanced from 2030 to 2025-26.

A “Roadmap for Ethanol Blending in India 2020-25” was also released by the Hon’ble Prime Minister in June,
2021 which lays out a detailed pathway for achieving 20% ethanol blending. This roadmap also mentioned
an intermediate milestone of 10% blending to be achieved by November, 2022.However, due to the
coordinated efforts of the Public Sector Oil Marketing Companies (OMCSs) the target of 10% blending under
the programme has been achieved much ahead of the targeted timelines of November, 2022 wherein the
Public Sector OMCs have attained an average 10% ethanol blending in petrol across the country.This
achievement in the course of last 8 years has not only augmented India’s energy security but also translated
into a forex impact of over Rs.41,500 crores, reduced GHG emissions of 27 lakh MT and also led to the
expeditious payment of over Rs.40,600 crores to farmers.

The Government has notified the National Policy on Biofuels- 2018, which envisaged a target of 20% blending
of ethanol in petrol by Ethanol Supply Year 2025-26. Accordingly, Oil Marketing Companies (OMCs) are
permitted to sell up to 20% ethanol blended petrol vide notification dated 15.12.2022. Under Ethanol Blended
Petrol (EBP) Programme, OMCs have saved 433.6 crore litres of petrol on account of ethanol blending during
the Ethanol Supply Year (ESY) 2021-22 resulting in an approximate savings of more than Rs. 20,000 crore
of foreign exchange.

Government has advanced the target of 20% ethanol blending in petrol from earlier 2030 to ESY 2025-26
and a “Roadmap for ethanol blending in India 2020-25” has been put in public domain. As a step in this
direction, OMCs plan to achieve 18% blending during the ongoing ESY 2024-25. Other recent enablers
include enhancement of ethanol distillation capacity to 1713 crore litre per annum; Long Term Off-take
Agreements (LTOAS) to set up Dedicated Ethanol Plants (DEPs) in ethanol deficit States; encourage
conversion of single feed distilleries to multi feed; availability of E-100 and E-20 fuel; launch of flexi fuel
vehicles etc. All these steps also add to ease of doing business and achieving the objectives of
Atmanirbhar Bharat.

F) Agriculture Infrastructure Fund: The objective of the Agriculture Infrastructure Fund (AIF) scheme is
to mobilize a medium - long term debt financing facility for investment in viable projects for post-harvest
management Infrastructure and community farming assets through incentives and financial support in order
to improve agriculture infrastructure in the country.

The scheme provide financial assistance in the form of interest subvention and credit guarantee for setting
Post Harvest Management (PHM) projects which will help better post-harvest management and reduction in
wastage.

The following community farming assets projects are eligible under the scheme:-

i.  Organic inputs production
ii.  Bio stimulant production units
iii. Infrastructure for smart and precision agriculture.

iv.  Projects identified for providing supply chain infrastructure for clusters of crops including export
clusters.
v.  Projects promoted by Central/State/Local Governments or their agencies under PPP for building
community farming assets or post-harvest management projects.
The Union Cabinet chaired by Hon’ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi gave its approval to the following
modifications in Central Sector Scheme of Financing Facility under ‘Agriculture Infrastructure Fund’:

a. Eligibility has now been extended to State Agencies/APMCs, National & State Federations of
Cooperatives, Federations of Farmers Producers Organizations (FPOs) and Federations of Self Help
Groups (SHGs).

b. At present Interest subvention for a loan upto Rs. 2 crore in one location is eligible under the scheme.
In case, one eligible entity puts up projects in different locations then all such projects will be now be
eligible for interest subvention for loan upto Rs. 2 crore. However, for a private sector entity there will
be a limit of a maximum of 25 such projects. This limitation of 25 projects will not be applicable to
state agencies, national and state federations of cooperatives, federations of FPOs and federation
of SHGs. Location will mean physical boundary of a village or town having a distinct LGD (Local
Government Directory) code. Each of such projects should be in a location having a separate LGD
code.

c. For APMCs, interest subvention for a loan upto Rs. 2 crore will be provided for each project of
different infrastructure types e.g. cold storage, sorting, grading and assaying units, silos, etc within
the same market yard.

d. The power has been delegated to Hon’ble Minister of Agriculture & Farmers Welfare to make
necessary changes with regard to addition or deletion of beneficiary in such a manner so that basic
spirit of the scheme is not altere

e. The period of financial facility has been extended from 4 to 6 years upto 2025-26 and overall period
of the scheme has been extended from 10 to 13 upto 2032-33.
The maodifications in the Scheme will help to achieve a multiplier effect in generating investments while
ensuring that the benefits reach small and marginal farmers. APMC markets are setup to provide market
linkages and create an ecosystem of post-harvest public infrastructure open to all farmers.
Convergence module between Agriculture Infrastructure Fund Scheme, Prime Minister's Micro Food
Enterprises Upgradation Scheme and PM Kisan Sampada Yojana launched.

A Budgetary support is being provided for interest subvention and credit guarantee fee as also
administrative cost of PMU. This will be amount to Rs. 10,636 crores over a period of 10 years. AlF
facilitates an aggregate loan worth ¥1 lakh crore from various lending institutions with a 9% interest
cap, operational until 2032-33. Loans up to ¥2 crore receive a 3% annual interest subvention for seven
years. Credit guarantee coverage under CGTMSE is available for loans up to 2 crore, with the
government bearing the fee. Facilities like warehouses, cold stores, grading and processing units
enhance direct market access, increasing farmers’ income.

The Government employs a multi-tiered monitoring mechanism to assess the impact of Agriculture

Infrastructure Fund (AlIF)-funded projects on agricultural productivity. These mechanisms ensure
real-time tracking, transparency, and effective evaluation of project outcomes.

G) Animal Husbandry Infrastructure Fund: The recently announced Prime Minister's Atma Nirbhar
Bharat Abhiyan stimulus package mentioned about setting up of Rs. 15000 crore Animal Husbandry
Infrastructure Development Fund (AHIDF).

The animal husbandry infrastructure development (AHIDF) has been approved for incentivizing
investments by individual entrepreneurs, private companies, Farmers producer’'s organizations (FPOs)
and section 8 companies to establish:

% The dairy processing and product diversification infrastructure,
Meat processing and product diversification infrastructure and

+ Animal feed plant.
+ No banks have reported any progress so far under the scheme.

After a year of implementation of the scheme, the achievements have been made:

v' 7.7 Lakh MT capacity of milk processing which is approximately 0.38% of annual milkproduction
of India and generating employment for more than 2035 persons and benefitting 41000 farmers.

v' 24 Lakhs MT capacity of animal feed plant has been established which are capable of adding24
Lakh MT of Animal Feed to the supply chain and thereby generating employment of morethan
4477 persons.

v' 4.35 Lakhs MT capacity of meat processing plant has been added in the production chainwhich
is more than 4% of annual meat production of India thereby and it is expected therebygenerating
employment for more than 795 people.

The Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying, Government of India, is implementing several key
initiatives to promote and develop the animal husbandry and dairying sector nationwide. These include
Rashtriya Gokul Mission, National Programme for Dairy Development, Dairy Processing and
Infrastructure Development Fund, Supporting Dairy Cooperatives and Farmer Producer Organizations,
National Livestock Mission, Animal Husbandry Infrastructure Development Fund, Livestock Health and
Disease Control Programme, and Livestock Census and Integrated Sample Survey. These schemes
aim to enhance productivity, infrastructure, and health of livestock, ultimately boosting the dairy and
animal husbandry sector.

Due to implementation of the aforesaid schemes of the Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying,
Milk Production in the country has increased from 146.31 Million Tonnes in 2014-15 to 221.1 Million
Tonnes in 2021-22 i.e. by 6.38% per annum during the last 8 years. Value of output of milk is more than
Rs.9.32 lakh crore during 2021-22 which is higher than the agriculture produce and even more than the
combined value of Paddy and Wheat. Egg production in the country has increased from 78.48 billion in
2014-15 to 129.53 billion in 2021-22. Egg production in the country is growing at the rate of 8% per
annum.

The Cabinet in its meeting on 01.02.2024 approved the realignment of the AHIDF under Infrastructure
Development Fund with an outlay of ¥ 29610 crore. Now the Total Fund will be of %. 29610 cr. Instead
of %. 15000cr. The realigned scheme will be implemented for further period of three years from
31.03.2023 till 2025-26. In the realigned scheme, Dairy Infrastructure Development Fund has been
subsumed. Now the Dairy Cooperatives will avail benefit of interest subvention of 3% under AHIDF
instead of 2.5% which was received in DIDF. The Dairy Cooperative will also get Credit Guarantee
support under the Credit Guarantee Fund of AHIDF. The Scheme will help the Dairy Cooperatives to
upgrade their processing infrastructure with an updated processing technology. This will benefit large
number of milk producers in the country.

The Dairy Processing and Infrastructure Development Fund (DIDF) scheme was in effect from January
21, 2017, to January 30, 2024. DIDF is an Infrastructure Development Scheme, aimed to modernize
milk processing and chilling plants, as well as enhance value addition. The DIDF scheme thereby, aims
to benefit milk producers, providing them with an organized market for their produce and employment
opportunities in the project areas. As of June 2024, approximately 12.52 lakh women milk producers
have been covered under DIDF out of a total of 42.48 lakh producer members, with significant
participation of 30%.

So far, under the Animal Husbandry Infrastructure Development Fund (AHIDF)scheme, 366
projects have been approved for interest subvention out of the total 541 sanctioned projects. Out
of the approved projects, 160 projects have been taken by private companies contributing 43%
of the total approved projects. Additionally, projects of 8 Cooperatives, 5 FPOs, 39 individuals,
153 MSMEs, and 1 section 8 company have also been approved.
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H) PM formalization of Micro Food Processing Enterprises Scheme (PMFME Scheme): Launched
under the Aatmanirbhar Bharat Abhiyan, the Pradhan Mantri Formalisation of Micro food processing
Enterprises (PMFME) Scheme is a centrally sponsored scheme that aims to enhance the competitiveness of
existing individual micro-enterprises in the unorganized segment of the food processing industry and to
promote formalization of the sector and provide support to Farmer Producer Organizations, Self Help Groups,
and Producers Cooperatives along their entire value chain. With an outlay of Rs. 10,000 crore over a period
of five years from 2020-21 to 2024-25, the scheme envisions to directly assist the 2,00,000 micro food
processing units for providing financial, technical, and business support for upgradation of existing micro food
processing enterprises.

Pradhan Mantri Formalisation of Micro Food Processing Enterprises (PMFME) Scheme of M/o Food
Processing Industries, under Aatmanirbhar Bharat Abhiyan, Completes Two Years.

PMFME Scheme is currently being implemented in 35 States and Union Territories in the country.

PMFME Scheme envisages financial support of Rs. 40,000 for working capital and purchase of small tools
for each member of the Self Help Group (SHG) engaged in food processing activities.

Over 1 lakh SHG members have been identified and the seed capital amount of Rs. 203 Cr. has been
released so far.

MoFPI is implementing a Centrally Sponsored Scheme-PM Formalisation of Micro Food Processing
Enterprises Scheme (PMFME) for providing financial, technical and business support for setting
up/upgradation of 2 lakh micro food processing enterprises through credit linked subsidy during five years
from 2020-21 to 2024-25 with an outlay of Rs. 10,000 crore. Out of this, a total of 22234 units and 7331 units
have been allocated to Maharashtra and Rajasthan respectively.

Production Linked Incentive Scheme for Food Processing Industry (PLISFPI) Scheme is being
implemented over a six-year period from 2021-22 to 2026-27 with an outlay of Rs. 10,900 crores. So
far, a total investment of Rs 7800.53 Cr has been committed in projects located across the country
under the scheme. (Detall report is avaialable on page nhumber- 82 & 83)

(1) Credit Guarantee Scheme for Subordinate Debt (CGSSD): The Government announced creation of
‘Distressed Assets Fund- - Subordinate Debt for Stressed MSMEs’ on 13™ May, 2020, under the Atma

Nirbhar Bharat Package.

Accordingly, a scheme viz. ‘Credit Guarantee Scheme for Subordinate Debt’ was approved by the
Government on 1% June, 2020 and the scheme was launched on 24" June, 2020 to provide credit facility
through lending institutions to the promoters of stressed MSMEs viz. SMA-2 and NPA accounts who are
eligible for restructuring as per RBI guidelines on the books of the Lending institutions. This scheme was to
remain in operation till 31.03.2021.

In order to keep the avenues of assistance to stressed MSME Units open, the Government had earlier
decided to extend this scheme for six months from 31.03.2021 to 30.09.2021.

On the basis of the requests received from the stakeholders of the scheme, the Government has decided to
further extend it by a period of another six months beyond 30.09.2021. The scheme will how remain
operational till 31.03.2022.

The Scheme is launched by Ministry of Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises, Govt. of India to provide
personal loan through Banks to the promoters of stressed MSMEs for infusion of equity/ quasi equity in the
Business eligible for restructuring, as per RBI's guidelines for restructuring of stressed MSME advances.The
scheme is applicable for those MSMEs whose accounts have been standard as on 31.03.2018 and have
been in regular operations, either as Standard accounts or as NPA accounts during Financial Year 2018-19
and 2019-20.For, the guarantee cover under the scheme- 90% coverage would come from Scheme/ Trust
and remaining 10% from the concerned promoters.

The Scheme is named as ‘Distressed Assets Fund - Subordinate Debt for Stressed MSMEs’ and the credit
product for which guarantee would be provided under the Scheme shall be named as ‘Credit Guarantee
Scheme for Subordinate Debt (CGSSD)’(hereinafter referred as the ‘Scheme’)

To provide guarantee coverage for the CGSSD to provide Sub-Debt support in respect of restructuring of
MSMEs. 90% guarantee coverage would come from scheme/ Trust and remaining 10% from the concerned
promoter(s). The objective of the scheme is to provide personal loan through banks to the promoters of
stressed MSMEs for infusion as equity / quasi equity in the business eligible for restructuring, as per RBI
guidelines for restructuring of stressed MSME advances.
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On the basis of the requests received from the stakeholders of the scheme, the Government has decided to
further extend this scheme till 31.03.2023.

Rs. 20,000 crore Credit Guarantee Scheme for Subordinate Debt (CGSSD) with extended validity till
31.03.2023. Credit Guarantee Scheme (CGS) to strengthen credit delivery system and to facilitate the flow
of credit to the Micro and Small Enterprise sector without the hassles of collateral and third party guarantee
up to a maximum of Rs. 200 lakh.

(J) PMSVANIdhi Scheme: - Ministry of Housing & Urban Affairs launched a scheme PM Street Vendor's
AtmaNirbhar Nidhi (PM SVANidhi) to empower Street Vendors by not only extending loans to them, but
also for their holistic development and economic upliftment. The scheme intends to facilitate collateral free
working capital loans of up to INR 10,000/- of one-year tenure, to approximately 50 lakh street vendors, to
help resume their businesses in the urban areas, including surrounding peri-urban/rural areas.

The PM SVANiIdhi scheme offers incentives in the form of:

a) Interest subsidy @ 7% per annum on regular repayment of loan

b) cashback upto INR1200/- per annum on undertaking prescribed digital transactions

c) Eligibility for enhanced next tranche of loans.
The Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs chaired by the Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi, has approved
the continuation of lending under the Prime Minister Street Vendor’'sAtmaNirbhar Nidhi (PM SVANidhi) beyond
March 2022 till December 2024, with focus onenhanced collateral free affordable loan corpus, increased adoption
of digital transactions and holisticsocio-economic development of the Street Vendors and their families.

The budget for promotion of digital payments including cashback to the vendors has also been enhanced.
The approval is expected to benefit nearly 1.2 crore citizens of Urban India.

33.37 lakh loans amounting to ¥3,621 crores have been disbursed across the country till July 12, 2022. A statement
showing State/UT-wise loan disbursements for the 1st, 2nd and 3rd loans is at Annexure — | to Ill respectively.
An amount of ¥54.42 crores and %12.94 crores has been paid as interest subsidy & cash back respectively till July
12, 2022. A statement showing State/UT-wise details is at Annexure-1V.

In the past two years, PM SVANidhi has disbursed more than 65.75 lakh loans worth Rs. 8,600
crore to 50 lakh beneficiaries across three tranches.

The Union Cabinet has approved the restructuring and extension of the PM Street Vendors
AtmaNirbhar Nidhi (PM SVANidhi) Scheme until March 31, 2030, with a total outlay of ¥7,332 crore,
aiming to benefit 1.15 crore people. This extension enhances the scheme's features by increasing
the first loan tranche limit to 215,000 (from %10,000) and the second tranche to ¥25,000 (from
%20,000), while retaining the third tranche at ¥50,000. Key additions include the provision of a UPI-
linked RuPay Credit Card for second loan repayers to access immediate credit, and digital cashback
incentives up to %1,600 to boost digital adoption. The scheme's coverage will also be expanded
beyond statutory towns, and the 'SVANidhi se Samriddhi' component will be strengthened to ensure
a saturation approach for delivering other government welfare benefits, focusing on the holistic
socio-economic development of street vendors and their families. The scheme, which has already
disbursed over 96 lakh loans, seeks to provide a reliable source of finance, support business
expansion, and foster inclusive economic growth.

(K) Credit Guarantee Scheme for Startups(CGSS): - The Government of India has expanded the Credit
Guarantee Scheme for Startups (CGSS) to enhance credit access and capital flow to startups. Under the
revised scheme, the guarantee cover per borrower has been increased from %10 crore to %20 crore, with
85% guarantee coverage for loans up to ¥10 crore and 75% for loans above 10 crore. Additionally, the
Annual Guarantee Fee (AGF) for startups in 27 Champion Sectors identified under the ‘Make in India’
initiative has been reduced from 2% to 1% per annum. These changes aim to make funding more attractive
for startups, reduce lending risks for financial institutions, and promote innovation and domestic
manufacturing.

The expanded scheme incorporates operational improvements based on feedback from the startup
ecosystem, making it more accessible for both lenders and borrowers. Originally notified in October 2022,
CGSS provides collateral-free credit support through banks, financial institutions, NBFCs, and SEBI-
registered AlFs. With enhanced coverage and simplified processes, the scheme is expected to significantly
boost entrepreneurship, research, and self-reliant economic growth in line with the vision of a Viksit Bharat.

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Minutes of SLBC Sub-Committee Meeting on Steering Committee/Vidhanmandal/C.D. Ratio
Held at Birsa Munda Sabhagaar, SLBC Office, Ranchi on 04.11.2025.
Through virtual mode for LDM’s

SLBC Sub-Committee Meeting on C.D. Ratio was convened on 04.11.2025 at Birsa Munda
Sabhagaar, SLBC Office, and through virtual mode with LDMs via Webex.

The meeting was chaired by the Deputy General Manager, SLBC, and attended by the
AGM, RBI; Manager, RBI; Manager, NABARD; representatives from the Finance Department and
KVIC (through VC); as well as senior executives from member banks and LDMs of concerned
districts, as per the list enclosed.

Shri Santosh Kumar Sinha, Deputy General Manager, SLBC, Jharkhand, extended a warm
welcome to all participants present in the Sub-Committee Meeting for the quarter ended
September 2025. He apprised the house about the forthcoming 93rd SLBC Meeting, scheduled to
be held on 12th November, 2025 at Project Bhawan, Dhurwa, Ranchi.

In his opening remarks, Shri Sinha emphasized that the Sub-Committee serves as a crucial
platform for focused deliberations on key banking and developmental issues. He urged all
participants to actively contribute to the discussions to ensure meaningful outcomes.

He further informed the members that the agenda for the day’s meeting includes
discussions on the Steering Committee, CD Ratio & ACP, NPA, MSME, Export Credit, Vidhan
Mandal matters, and other related issues.

The Deputy General Manager, SLBC emphasized that for timely conduct of the Sub-
Committee Meetings, it is imperative for all stakeholders to submit their respective data to SLBC
within 15 days of the quarter's end. However, he observed that a few banks had delayed in
submitting their data, which consequently led to a delay in convening the Sub-Committee Meeting.

The Deputy General Manager, SLBC informed the house that the NPA level in the State has
declined from 5.41% as on 30.09.2024 to 5.23% as on 30.09.2025, reflecting an overall year-on-
year reduction of 3.21% in the NPA ratio in the State of Jharkhand. However, when analyzed in
absolute terms, there has been a quarter-on-quarter increase of approximately 6% in NPAs —
rising from %7,800 crore in the June 2025 quarter to ¥8,300 crore in the September 2025 quarter.

He further apprised that there has been a positive movement in the Credit—Deposit (CD)
Ratio of the State, registering a growth of 0.86% over the previous quarter and an increase of 2%
on a year-on-year basis. Despite this improvement, the CD Ratio of Jharkhand continues to remain
below the national average. Shri Sinha also expressed concern that 08 banks and 06 districts still
have a CD Ratio below the 40% mark, which remains an area requiring focused attention and
corrective measures.

Shri Sinha informed that under the Annual Credit Plan (ACP), the overall achievement in the
State has reached over 50% of the annual target. However, he expressed concern that the
Agriculture sector has achieved only around 23%, which is significantly below expectations. In
contrast, he noted that the MSME sector has shown encouraging progress and is performing
comparatively better.

The Deputy General Manager, SLBC apprised the house about the restructured
PMSVANiIdhi Scheme and advised all stakeholders to accord priority to the sanction and
disbursement of applications under the scheme. He further emphasized that early allocation of
PMEGP targets by KVIC is crucial, as it would enable banks to commence financing under the
scheme, thereby contributing to the improvement of the State’s Credit—Deposit Ratio.

Shri Sinha also informed the house that under the Export Credit segment, only State Bank
of India, UCO Bank, and Canara Bank have reported contributions, and he urged other banks to
enhance their performance in this area.

(Action: For information to all)
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In his inaugural remarks, Mr. Roshan Choudhary set out the context of the meeting and
briefed the house on the agenda items. It was informed that, since SLBC had not received any
request for amendments, the minutes of the last SLBC Sub-Committee Meeting were deemed
confirmed.

Thereafter, as per the agenda items, the following points were discussed in detail and the action
points emerged as under:

Steering Committee & Vidhanmandal:

The banks were requested to refer to the RBI Master Circular on the Lead Bank Scheme, vide
Circular No. RBI/2025-26/04 FIDD.CO.LBS.BC.N0O.03/02.01.001/2025-26 dated April 01, 2025,
which clearly stipulates that each bank’s controlling office at the State level is responsible for
uploading data on the SLBC portal by the 15th of the succeeding month of the quarter-end. Banks
were advised to ensure that SLBC data is submitted well within the stipulated timelines. It was
further informed to the house that while all banks have been submitting portal data on time, a few
banks need to take manual data submission more seriously and adhere strictly to the prescribed
timeline.

(Action: All Banks)

It was informed to the house that during the current quarter, Indusind Bank delayed the submission
of its reports, and a few other reports from various banks are still pending. The following reports
have not been submitted by the concerned banks: Credit Guarantee up to ¥5 crore, MUDRA,
SMA-2, PMJJBY & PMSBY Claim Settlement, and Branch Network.

It was further noted that this is not the first instance of delayed reporting by Indusind Bank;
the bank has been defaulting in report submission for the past four consecutive quarters.

The representative from Indusind Bank informed that he has recently taken charge and
assured the house that henceforth, he will attend all SLBC meetings regularly and ensure timely
submission of all required reports.

The AGM, RBI enquired about the challenges faced by the bank in report submission, to
which the representative responded that the bank is dependent on its corporate office for data, and
continuous follow-ups are being made to obtain and submit the same within the stipulated timeline.

(Action: Indusind Bank)

It was informed to the house that Kotak Mahindra Bank has also not submitted the following
reports: 92nd ATR, Sub-Committee ATR on CD Ratio & ACP, and MUDRA. It was further apprised
that the SLBC Cell has been regularly updating and posting the pendency status of reports for the
nodal officers of all banks on a daily basis; however, despite repeated reminders, the required
reports are yet to be submitted.

The representative from Kotak Mahindra Bank informed that they are dependent on their
corporate office for compilation of the data and assured the house that, henceforth, all reports will
be submitted within the prescribed timelines from the next quarter onwards.

The AGM, RBI expressed displeasure over the casual approach of the bank towards delay
in report submission and advised strict adherence to the reporting timelines to ensure timely review
and discussion of data in future meetings.

(Action: Kotak Mahindra Bank)

Shri Choudhary informed the house that all 31 reports of ESAF Small Finance Bank have been
submitted with delay. The representative from the bank informed that he had joined only yesterday
and was earlier on leave. He further mentioned that, as advised by the bank, he ensured his
participation in today’s meeting.

(Action: Esaf SFB)

It was informed to the house that YES Bank has delayed submission of 31 reports to SLBC and
has not yet submitted the following reports: 92nd ATR, Sub-Committee ATR, and MUDRA.
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The representative from the bank informed that the Cluster Head was not available in the
office, which led to the delay in submission of the ATRs. He assured that the MUDRA report will be
submitted by the end of the day. He further mentioned that the Sub-Committee ATR was not within
his knowledge, which resulted in its non-submission. The representative assured the house that all
pending reports will be submitted by tomorrow evening, and from the next quarter onwards, there
will be no delay in data submission, as the internal bottlenecks have now been addressed by the
bank.

The AGM, RBI remarked that the objective of the meeting is to identify any operational or
procedural challenges faced by banks in data submission, so that necessary support and
corrective measures may be taken by the forum to ensure timely and accurate reporting in future.

(Action: Yes Bank)

It was informed to the house that IDFC First bank has delayed submission of its 31 report and still
04 reports namely: 92" ATR, SLBC Sub Committee ATR on CD ratio and ACP and Mudra reports
have been not submitted by the bank.

The representative from the bank informed that the bank is having a separate team for
reporting of the data to SLBC and further said that he will coordinate with the respective team for
submission of the same and assured the house that from next quarter onwards all the reports will
be submitted within the stipulated time. He further informed that the team has been instructed to
keep himself in the loop at the time of sending the email.

(Action: IDFC First Bank)

Major action points of the ATR from the last SLBC Sub-Committee Meeting were discussed in the
house. It was informed that, in the previous Sub-Committee meeting, a significant decline in the
total advances of PNB was observed. In this regard, the bank clarified that the decline in its
advance portfolio was due to the transfer of NPA accounts amounting to around %700 crore to
other verticals, and these figures are therefore not being reflected under the State’s advances.
The representative from the bank further informed that the NPA portfolio has been divided

into three segments:

1. Accounts up to %20 lakh,

2. Accounts above %20 lakh and up to %25 crore, and

3. Accounts above %25 crore.

It was stated that NPA accounts above %25 crore, amounting to ¥300 crore, and NPA accounts
above %20 lakh and up to %25 crore, amounting to %400 crore, were transferred to Kolkata in the
June 2025 quarter. However, the accounts in the %20 lakh to ¥25 crore segment have been added
back to the figures for the State of Jharkhand.

RBI remarked that if accounts above %25 crore have been shifted to Kolkata but the utilization
of funds continues in Jharkhand, then the bank must re-examine its reporting related to the Place
of Utilization.

(Action: Punjab National Bank)

It was informed to house that Central Bank of India has not yet reported the Action Taken Report of
last Sub Committee Meeting.

DGM SLBC and RBI AGM showed its displeasure towards the non-submission of Action
Taken Report from the Banks and advised that all banks must come to the meeting with thorough
preparation as PPTs are being shared with all the stakeholders well in advance.

(Action: CBI and All Banks)

Bank Wise / District wise review of CD ratio:

A detailed discussion was held on Bank-wise and District-wise CD Ratios, including a
comparative analysis of the past quarters of the current financial year. It was informed that the
State CD Ratio improved from 51.32% as on 30.06.2025 to 52.18% as on 30.09.2025. It was
observed that the CD Ratio of most districts and banks has increased in comparison to the
previous quarter.
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However, as on 30.09.2025, there remain 08 banks and 06 districts where the Credit Deposit Ratio
is below 40%. During the present quarter, CD ratio of Indian Overseas Bank has improved and
surpassed the 40% mark but there has been no improvement in the Credit Deposit ratio of the
Districts.

The house expressed concern that the overall CD Ratio of the State still remains far below the
benchmark level of 60%. In particular, the performance of the 08 banks and 06 districts with CD
Ratios below 40% as on 30.09.2025 was reviewed and discussed in detail.

(Action: For information to all)

PUNJAB NATIONAL BANK- (39.86%); UCO BANK- (36.80%); PUNJAB AND SIND BANK- (37.99%);
IDBI BANK- (36.32%); SOUTH INDIAN BANK- (7.09%); DHANBAD CENTRAL CO-OPERATIVE
BANK- (12.46%); JANA SFB- (26.62%); AU SFB- (12.44%).

DISTRICT WISE CD RATIO BELOW 40% -AT THE END OF SEPTEMBER 2025 (06 DISTRICTS)

CHATRA-(32.14%):; DUMKA-(35.82%): GUMLA-(32.97%); JAMTARA-(29.52%); SIMDEGA-(30.59%);
WEST SINGHBHUM-(33.09%).

(Action: All the above Banks & LDMSs)

It was informed to the house that the CD ratio of West Singhbhum District, which was 13.43% in
the last quarter, has gradually increased to 21.56% due to the shifting of advances by Canara Bank
from Ranchi to West Singhbhum District. In this regard, clarification was sought from Canara Bank
regarding the reason for shifting these advances to West Singhbhum.
The representative from the bank informed the house that the shift was based on the Place
of Utilization criteria and was carried out after due discussions with the concerned authorities.
(Action: Canara Bank)

RBI suggested that PNB re-examine the figures reported under Place of Utilization, as the NPA
accounts amounting to ¥300 crore that were shifted to Kolkata are, as per the bank’s submission,
still operating their business activities within the State of Jharkhand.

(Action: Punjab National Bank)

It was informed to the house that, as on 30.09.2025, the State CD Ratio stood at 52.18%. Among
Public Sector Banks, the major contributors were Bank of Maharashtra (79.96%), Canara Bank
(53.54%), and Indian Bank (46.45%). In the Private Sector category, most banks reported a
healthy Credit-Deposit Ratio.

However, the CD Ratio of AU SFB is only 12.44%. The representative from the bank
informed the house that the bank commenced its operations in the State only three years ago, and
lending activities in Jharkhand have not yet fully taken off. He assured the house that loan offtake
is expected to improve in the coming quarters, as the advances team is still in the process of being
fully established.

(Action: AU SFB)

It was further informed that, in terms of District-wise CD Ratio, East Singhbhum (71.96%) and
Seraikela Kharswan (68.36%) recorded the highest ratios in the State, while Gumla (32.97%),
Chatra (32.14%), Simdega (30.59%) and Jamtara (29.52%) reflected the lowest. The concerned
districts were advised to chalk out suitable strategies to improve their CD Ratios.

; (Action: Gumla, Chatra, Simdega & Jamtara Districts)
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Bank-wise Q-0-Q growth/decline under Total Advances, Total Deposits, and Core CD Ratio was
discussed in the meeting. It was informed to the house that the total deposit of Punjab & Sind Bank
has declined in tune of 12.64% in comparison to last quarter. The concerned bank was requested
to submit their reply in ATR.

(Action: Punjab & Sind Bank)

It was informed to the house that there has been Q-0-Q decline in total advance of Central Bank of
India. The bank has reported decline of 37.68% in their total advance as on 30.09.2025 in
comparison to last quarter.
The representative from the bank informed that decline is due to taken over of their advance
of approx. Rs.2300 crores in the East Singhbhum districts.
(Action: Central Bank of India)

It was informed to the house that all districts having a Credit-Deposit Ratio below 40% are required
to conduct a Special Sub-Committee Meeting and prepare a Monitorable Action Plan for improving
the CD Ratio. For the quarter ending June 2025, all districts falling below the 40% mark conducted
the required meetings, except West Singhbhum District, which has not yet convened the meeting
till date.

The LDM, West Singhbhum, informed the house that the SSC meeting could not be
convened due to health issues. He also stated that the SSC meeting for the quarter ending March
was likewise not conducted. The Lead District Manager admitted that the non-convening of these
meetings was solely due to a lack of intent on his part. He assured the house that the meeting
would be convened shortly.

The AGM, RBI, advised SLBC to seek a formal clarification from the LDM regarding the
reasons for not convening the Sub-Committee Meetings.

(Action: SLBC & West Singhbhum District)

Lastly, Banks and LDMs were advised to make focussed efforts to improve the CD ratio in a
proactive manner. LDMs to review progress at regular intervals at district/block level and improve
the CD ratio.

(Action- All banks &LDMs)

The meeting ended with vote of thanks to the chair.

SLBC Sub-Committee Meeting on ACP/MSME/NPA/Export Finance was convened on
04.08.2025 at Birsa Munda Sabhagaar, SLBC Office, and through virtual mode with LDMs via
Webex.

The meeting was chaired by the Deputy General Manager, SLBC, and attended by the
AGM, RBI; Manager, RBI; Manager, NABARD; representatives from the Finance Department and
KVIC (through VC); as well as senior executives from member banks and LDMs of concerned
districts, as per the list enclosed.

Shri Santosh Kumar Sinha, Deputy General Manager, SLBC, welcomed all participants to the Sub-
Committee Meeting for the quarter ending September 2025. He also informed the house about the
upcoming 93 SLBC Meeting scheduled to be held on 12.11.2025 at Project Bhawan, Dhurwa,
Ranchi. He emphasized that the Sub-Committee is a vital forum and urged all participants to
actively contribute to the discussions.

In his inaugural remarks, Mr. Roshan Choudhary set out the context of the meeting and
briefed the house on the agenda items. It was informed that, since SLBC had not received any
request for amendments, the minutes of the last SLBC Sub-Committee Meeting were deemed
confirmed.

Thereatfter, as per the agenda items, the following points were discussed in detail and the action
points emerged as under:

Bank wise/District wise review of ACP achievement during 2"® Quarter of FY 2025-26:

It was informed to the house that, as per the revised Annual Credit Plan (ACP) for FY 2025-
26, the sectoral targets have been fixed as under:

Agriculture Sector — %32,222.34 Crore
MSME Sector — %40,000.00 Crore
Other Priority Sector —%3,360.00 Crore
Total Priority Sector — ¥79,182.34 Crore
Non-Priority Sector — ¥70,000.00 Crore
Total ACP - %1,49,182.34 Crore

The sector-wise performance in the State for the 2" quarter of FY 2025-26 was discussed in the
house. The achievements against the revised ACP targets are as follows:

Agriculture Sector: 22.73% achievement against the target of 335,822.34 Crore

MSME Sector: 79.77% achievement against the target of 340,000 Crore

Other Priority Sector (OPS): 35.34% achievement against the target of ¥3,360 Crore
Total Priority Sector (TPS): 52.08% achievement against the target of ¥79,182.34 Crore
Non-Priority Sector: 61.09% achievement against the target of 70,000 Crore

Overall ACP Achievement: 56.31% against the target of ¥1,49,182.34 Crore
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The house raised the concern in achievement of ACP under agriculture which stood at only
22.73% as of 30" September, 2025 against the target of Rs. 35,822.34 crores. Manager, RBI also
informed that it has been observed that achievement under Agriculture sector in some of the
districts id far below the State average. Manager, RBI mentioned that ACP achievement under Agri
sector in Ramgarh District stood at only 6%.

(Action: All Banks and Ramgarh District)

The AGM, RBI informed that the ACP achievement under the Agriculture sector is only 22.73%,
and therefore enquired from the NABARD representative whether any clusters or specific areas
have been identified by NABARD to help improve agriculture credit and achieve the ACP targets.

The representative from NABARD responded that during September, NABARD had
conducted the RAC Meeting with a focus on the promotion of oilseeds and pulses. During the
meeting, various avenues for agricultural financing were deliberated. He highlighted that the seed
ecosystem is an important area where banks can extend credit. He further informed that the
minutes of the RAC meeting have already been shared with all stakeholders.

He also mentioned that, as per Government of India guidelines, there is a thrust on
increasing KCC financing in the State. NABARD has accordingly advised all its DDMs to work
towards saturation of KCC in fisheries, poultry, and other eligible activities.

The NABARD representative further informed that NABARD is actively promoting FPO
financing. In the block-level programs conducted by SLBC, NABARD, through its DDMs, has also
sourced applications under FPO financing. He also apprised the house about NABARD’s credit
guarantee scheme — NAB SANRAKSHAN, and urged banks to extend credit to FPOs under this
scheme.

The AGM, RBI expressed concern that there exists a gap in the ground-level
implementation of the schemes mentioned. He urged NABARD to handhold banks in facilitating
agriculture lending. He further pointed out that in some districts, the ACP achievement is
significantly below the State average. The AGM requested NABARD to take up these issues with
their senior officials as well as the DDMs at the district level so that credit off-take can improve
across the State.

(Action: NABARD, Banks & LDMs)

SLBC also requested NABARD to sensitize all DDMs and to conduct the Pre-PLP meetings

separately, so that realistic and achievable targets can be formulated for the upcoming ACP.
(Action: NABARD)

Proqgress under Agriculture Sector:

Bank-wise ACP achievement under Agriculture, MSME, Total Priority, and Total Advances was
reviewed in the meeting. It was informed to the house that the State’s ACP achievement under the
Agriculture sector, as on 30.09.2025, stood at 22.73%. It was also noted that there has been a
growth of only 1.46% in the total outstanding under the Agriculture sector compared to the June
2025 quarter.

It was further informed that, compared to the last quarter, UBI has shown negative growth,
with a decline of 2.83% in total agriculture outstanding over the June quarter.

The representative from UBI explained that compliance-related issues have affected the
renewal and enhancement process, leading to lower credit disbursement. He further mentioned
that the requirement for adding the CIF details of all SHG members has also delayed the
processing and disbursement of SHG loans.

The DGM, SLBC stated that this situation presents an opportunity for banks, as the SHG
program is progressing toward saturation. He suggested that banks may increasingly explore
individual financing of SHG members to enhance credit flow.

(Action: UBI)
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It was further informed that Indusind Bank has registered a de-growth of 16.63% in its agriculture
outstanding compared to the previous quarter. The bank’s total agriculture portfolio currently
stands at %2,018.57 crore. The bank was advised to provide the reasons for this decline and to
submit a clear strategy for improving agriculture advances during the remaining months of the
financial year.

(Action: Indusind Bank)
Progress under MSME Sector:

It was apprised to the House that, as on 30th September 2025, the ACP achievement under the
MSME sector for the State stood at 79.77%, while the performance of JRG Bank was only 40.44%.
The bank was advised to submit its strategies for improvement in ACP achievement under the
MSME segment.

It was further informed to the House that the performance of UCO Bank under the MSME
sector stood at only 48.19% and Canara Bank at 47.54%. The bank was advised to furnish the
reasons for its underperformance and strategies to improve the same. Further, the performance of
Bank of Maharashtra was also discussed, wherein it was noted that the bank has achieved only
39.54% under the MSME segment as of 30.09.2025. The concerned bank was advised to submit
its strategies for improvement in the MSME sector.

(Action: JRG Bank, CANARA, BOM & UCO Bank)

The Manager, RBI apprised the house of the new RBI guidelines regarding takeover of accounts.
He informed that, with effect from 01 January 2026, banks shall not levy any pre-payment or
foreclosure charges on MSME loans sanctioned under floating interest rates. He advised all banks
to take note of these guidelines and ensure their timely implementation.

He further clarified that for RRBs and SFBs, this guideline will apply only to loans up to ¥50
lakh. For loans above %50 lakh, the respective Board-approved policies of the banks will continue
to be applicable.

The Manager, RBI also informed that under the earlier guidelines, banks were not permitted
to obtain collateral for loans up to %10 lakh to Micro and Small Enterprises. However, under the
revised RBI guidelines, banks may now accept gold or silver as collateral security for Micro and
Small Enterprise loans.

Additionally, he mentioned that earlier, banks were prohibited from taking collateral security
for agriculture loans up to ¥2.00 lakh. With the amendment in guidelines, banks may now request
gold or silver as collateral for agriculture term loans as well.

(Action: For information to all)

The Q-0-Q outstanding growth under the MSME segment was reviewed in the House. It was
informed that, in terms of the number of accounts, there is a growth of 6.21%, while in terms of
amount, the growth stands at 8.55%. It was further informed that CBI has recorded a significant Q-
0-Q growth of 33.08%.
The representative from the bank clarified that this increase is partly due to the
reclassification of certain C&IC loans into the MSME category.
(Action: CBI)

Progress under Total Priority Sector:

It was apprised to the House that, as on 30th September 2025, the ACP achievement under the
Total Priority Sector (TPS) in the State stood at 52.08%. The performance of JRG Bank was also
discussed, wherein it was noted that the bank’s achievement under TPS was only 27.29%. The
bank was advised to formulate a strategy for improvement under TPS during the current financial
year.

(Action: JRG Bank)
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It was further informed to the House that the performance of Canara Bank under the Total Priority
Sector stands at 38.66%. The bank was advised to intensify efforts to improve its performance
under Total Priority Sector Lending.

The representative from the bank informed the House that the lower performance is
primarily due to sluggish lending in the MSME segment, which has impacted the overall TPS
achievement.

(Action: Canara Bank)

It was informed to the House that in the previous SLBC meeting, the Hon’ble Finance Minister had
advised SLBC to review the progress of banks under finance to weaker sections and women
beneficiaries. In this regard, it was reported that as on 30.09.2025, the State’s ACP achievement
under the Weaker Section category stood at 40.81%. All banks were advised to intensify their
efforts towards financing weaker sections and to place greater emphasis on extending credit to
women beneficiaries.

(Action: All Banks)

Position of MSME Sector:

The overall sector-wise MSME position in Jharkhand was reviewed during the meeting.
SLBC informed the House that there has been a decline of 24,000 micro accounts compared to the
September 2024 quarter; however, the outstanding amount has increased from ¥22,070.61 crore
as of 30.09.2024 to %26,538.23 crore as of 30.09.2025.

It was further informed that the major decline in the number of accounts, compared to FY
2024-25, was observed in Indusind Bank, which recorded a reduction of 54,833 accounts over the
previous year.

(Action: Indusind Bank)

The Manager, RBI enquired from Bank of India regarding the decline of 10,740 micro accounts
compared to September 2024.

The representative from the bank informed that a large number of accounts had been
written off, and recoveries amounting to nearly ¥120 crores have been realized from these
accounts. He further mentioned that the bank has received CGTMSE claim settlements of 80
crores, and an additional ¥26 crores in claims is expected to be received in the upcoming quarter.

(Action: Bank of India)

It was informed that, in the case of Medium Enterprises, there has been a growth of 394 accounts
compared to the September quarter of the previous year. The State has also recorded an increase
of ¥1,521.55 crore in the outstanding amount under Medium Enterprises as compared to the
second quarter of the last financial year. It was further informed that the overall MSME sector in the
State has registered a total growth of 7,714 crore.

(Action: For Information to all)

It was further informed to the House that, in the case of Medium Enterprises, Bank of India
has recorded a Y-0-Y growth of 200 accounts.

The representative of the bank clarified that the figure of 1,489 accounts is not the actual
number. He explained that while reporting from the Head Office, the data for non-fund based limits
was also included, which resulted in the inflated figure under the Medium Enterprise category.

The AGM, RBI expressed displeasure and emphasized that data accuracy and sanity
checks must be ensured by the bank prior to the meeting.

(Action: Bank of India)

It was further informed to the House that, under the Medium Enterprise category, Axis Bank, ICICI
Bank, IDFC Bank, and Federal Bank have recorded Y-0-Y growth of 279 accounts, 110 accounts,
31 accounts, and 46 accounts, respectively. The banks were advised to verify the data and submit
the reasons for the reported growth.

(Action: Axis, Federal, IDFC & ICICI Bank)
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It was further informed that Kotak Mahindra Bank has recorded a decline of 123 Medium Enterprise
accounts compared to the September 2024 quarter. The bank was advised to submit the reasons
for this decline.

(Action: Kotak Mahindra Bank)

The Manager, RBI informed the house that during field visits, it was observed that many branch-
level bankers are not aware of the Udyam Assist Platform (UAP). He explained that this platform
enables informal micro units to become formalized once they obtain the Udyam Assist Certificate.

He further highlighted that all banks have been designated as facilitating organizations on
the Udyam Assist Platform, and therefore, all existing informal micro enterprise customers of banks
must be on boarded onto UAP. This will enable their classification as Micro Enterprises and allow
banks to extend Priority Sector Lending (PSL) benefits to such borrowers.

He advised all banks to ensure that branches are adequately sensitized and made aware of
the guidelines and operational requirements of the platform.

(Action: All Banks)

It was briefed to the house that number of Mudra loan outstanding as of 30.09.2025 is 21.45 lacs.
The major contributor being Indusind Bank (8.52 lacs), Bank of India (2.73 lacs), Bandhan Bank
(2.20 lacs), and Utkarsh SFB (1.64 lacs).

(Action: For Information to all)

The disbursement under the Mudra Loan Scheme for FY 2025-26 was reviewed in the
House. It was informed that, as of 30.09.2025, an amount of %5,824.12 crore has been disbursed
across 5,02,517 accounts in the State of Jharkhand.

It was further noted with concern that Punjab & Sind Bank has reported only one
disbursement under the Shishu Category. The bank was advised to furnish a suitable explanation
for the non-sanctioning of loans under the Shishu category of the Mudra Scheme.

(Action: Punjab & Sind Bank)

The performance of UCO Bank under the Shishu Category of the Mudra Scheme was reviewed. It
was informed that the bank has sanctioned only 16 accounts under this category in the current
financial year. The bank was advised to furnish the reasons for the slow pace of disbursement
under the Shishu Category of the Mudra Scheme.

(Action: UCO Bank)

All banks were advised to place greater focus on financing under the Tarun Plus category. It was
informed that, in many cases, either the banks are not reporting their figures or no sanctions are
being made under this category.

Hence, banks were advised to examine the matter and take necessary action. It was further
informed that portal reporting under the Tarun Plus category has been enabled in the SLBC portal,
and therefore, from the next quarter onwards, banks must ensure uploading of Tarun Plus data in
the portal.

(Action: All Banks)

It was informed to the House that the restructured PM SVANidhi Scheme has been circulated to all
banks. Banks were advised to accord priority to sanction and disbursement under the scheme, as
the Ministry is closely and regularly monitoring the State’s progress.
It was further informed that while maximum disbursement has been achieved under Tranche
01, a significant number of applications remain pending with various banks. All banks with pending
cases were advised to clear them on an immediate basis.
(Action: All the banks)

The House requested KVIC to apprise the members regarding the pending Margin Money (MM)
disbursement cases. The representative from KVIC informed that MM amounting to %21 crore has
been disbursed, while 38 crore is still pending for disbursement.
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It was further highlighted by KVIC that a number of cases referred back by the banks are yet
to be resolved, and the details of such cases have already been provided to the concerned banks.
KVIC requested the banks to clear these referred-back cases at the earliest so that MM claims
under those cases may be processed.

The House also apprised KVIC that the target for the current financial year has not yet been
finalized, which is hampering the overall implementation of the scheme in the State.

The KVIC representative informed that the target set was %24 crores, which is on the lower
side, and since the pending MM itself exceeds the annual target, the matter is under consideration.

(Action: All Banks & KVIC)

Review of NPA:

The NPA position was discussed in the Sub-Committee meeting. It was informed that the
NPA percentage has decreased by 3.21% compared to the previous year, reaching 5.23% as of
30.09.2025. Banks were advised to make all possible efforts to improve recovery. However, it was
also noted that on a Y-0-Y basis, the absolute NPA amount has increased by 6.40%, which is a
matter of concern for both the banks and the State. The decline in the NPA percentage is primarily
attributed to a 9.03% increase in advances.

Further it was also informed that PNB (13.94%), Indian Bank (10.61%), BOI (13.96%), UCO
(17.10%) & DCCB (29.52%) has the highest NPA percentage.

(Action: All above Banks)

Position of Certificate Case was discussed in the house. It was informed that banks have reported
that as on 30.09.2025 there are 48,824 accounts are pending to be disposed off which amounts to
Rs152922.24 lakhs. Whereas the position of DRT as on 30.09.2025 is that 4496 cases are to be
disposed which amounts to Rs.249491.71 lakhs.

(Action: All Banks)

It was informed to the house that as of 30.09.2025 notice issued under Sec 13/2 of SARFAESI act
is 2020 accounts out of the Symbolic possession taken under Sec 13/4 is in 1206 cases. However,
764 cases are pending for DM permission.

(Action: All Banks)

NPA Position under Government Sponsored Schemes:

NPA position under various Govt. Sponsored Schemes were also discussed. As on 30.09.2025,
there is 24.60% NPA under PMEGP loans, 16.84% under Stand up India, 1.00% under SHG and
14.20% under PMMY. Banks should explore and expedite the recovery process in these NPA
accounts at the earliest.

(Action: All Banks)

It was informed to the House that a major concern under the NPA of Government Schemes relates
to the PMMY portfolio, where most Public Sector Banks are reporting high levels of NPAs. It was
further highlighted that, as on 30.09.2025, the NPA percentage of PNB under PMMY has risen to
30.35%, the highest among PSBs. The bank was advised to intensify its recovery efforts under the
PMMY scheme and to submit a detailed strategy for improving recoveries.

(Action: PNB)

The Manager, RBI informed the house that branch-level functionaries are not providing the Key
Fact Statement (KFS) to borrowers, along with the amortization schedule, which clearly reflects the
Annual Percentage Rate (APR). He advised all banks to ensure that the KFS, along with the
amortization schedule, is invariably provided to every borrower.

(Action: All Banks)

The DGM, SLBC informed that SLBC will circulate the Key Fact Statement (KFS) format to all
banks, with instructions to further disseminate the same to their respective branches.

(Action: SLBC)
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Export Finance:

As per the data received from banks, it was observed that the total Export Finance outstanding in
the State has increased from ¥34455 lakhs as on June 2025 to ¥53677 lakh as on September
2025. It was informed that, during this quarter, Canara Bank reported an outstanding of 338,477
lakhs under Export Finance, UCO Bank reported ¥50 lakhs, and State Bank of India reported
15150 lakhs as on 30.09.2025. All other banks that have not yet extended credit under Export
Finance were advised to explore possibilities for financing in this sector.

(Action: All Banks)

The AGM, RBI urged all banks to sensitize their branches regarding the internationalization of the
rupee. He further emphasized that special focus must be given in districts having significant export
outstanding, and advised both banks and Lead District Managers to take necessary steps to

strengthen efforts in these areas.
(Action: All Banks and LDMs)

The meeting ended with vote of thanks to the chair.

It was informed by
banks that data has not been collected from all the branches.

* It was briefed o the house that till October 2025 of FY 2025-26, the training performance
of all the banks were on the lower side. Total candidates trained during the period is 13210
(46%) out of total target to train 28,750 candidates. The performance of several RSETIs is
below 40% which is very low.

Discussion
* It was informed to the house that MoRD has made new MIS for RSETI and all the training
needs to be entered in the new MIS as per the approval of AAP by MoRD. Currently, MoRD
has mandated to enter caste and residential certificate of all candidates.

* Further, the overall settlement stood at 52%, a significant improvement from last meeting
which was at 36%. However, this is still low and RSETIs need to achieve minimum of 70%
of settlement against the candidates trained.

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MINUTES FOR SLBC-SUB COMMITTEE MEETING ON SECURITY
DATED 24.10.2025

The SLBC Sub-committee meeting on security aspect of Banks for the quarter ended June
2025 was held on 24.10.2025 under the chairmanship of Sri. Asim Vikrant Minz 'IG'

(OC) CID, Jharkhand Ranchi.

1. Shri. Prashant Kumar Jha, AGM, State Bank of India welcomed all the participants. He
advised that minutes of last meeting dated 21.07.2025 was circulated and ATR had been
submitted by different banks. There was no query from the participants and the proceeding
of the previous meeting have been confirmed.

2. Representatives of different banks have shared the incidences of Burglary/attempt of
robbery /loot at Bank branches/ATM, fire during the period 1% Jul’25 to 30™ Sep’25. Shri.
Om Prakash from Bank of India shared that an attempt to burglary took place in Narga
branch during the night of 13.08.2025. FIR Iudgu{with MGM Police Station, District-
East Singbhum with Case no- 124/25 dated 14.08.25.

3. Major Ashutosh Pandey from Canara Banks shared about a fire incident occurred in
Jhalak Branch (RO Jamshedpur) on 13th July 2025 at around 2100 hrs. Some area of
branch was affected by the fire. There was no cash lpss.

4. Shri. Rakesh Kumar from Indian Bank shared an ATM tampering incident that took
place near Harmu branch, wherein 2 miscreants placed a PVC sheet on cash Dispenser
window. An FIR has been lodged by Branch at Argora P.S vide FIR No. 143/2025 dated
16/07/2025.

5. Shri. Preetam Raut from HDFC Bank shared an incident that took place at Madhupur
branch, Rajbari Campus wherein 6 people entered into the said branch at 12:47 PM (noomn)
and at gunpoint forcibly took the situation under their control and human lives were put in
danger. The robbers forcefully grabbed mobiles from all staff and customers present. After
entering the branch, they physically assaulted the staffs, by flashing their weapons. They
looted Cash from the Teller / Vault of the branch, from 2 customers in the branch lobby &
also looted the Gold Loan Packets kept in the Vault. The robbers took away the Laptop of
the Branch Manager.FIR has been registered by the bank.

6. Major Ashutosh Pandey from Canara Bank suggested that the banks should focus on
security rather than its appearance and adopt chain and grill system at entrances of isolated
branches, CCCTV cameras should be placed at hidden spots, foot alarm switch should be
installed at branches so that staff members can use that without any fear. He also
suggested that banks should ensure guards are postedat sensitive branches.

7. Shri Vikas Kumar from Punjab National Bank suggested that Hotline at currency chests
that connects to police stations should be functional on both ends and mandatory night
checks at currency chests should be done.



8. Respected IG (OC), CID Jharkhand suggested the house as under:

Auto dialers at branches should be functional and regularly serviced.

Chain & Grill at entrances and single person in & out system should be
implemented at isolated branches

Branches should keep Silent Alarms that rings in the control room and not in the
area where pressed.

The quality of Security cameras installed at Branches and ATMs should be
improved. CCTV cameras should be placed at hidden spots and foot alarm switch
should be installed so that staff members can use it without any fear.

Guidelines for blocking of ATM cards should displayed at/nearby all the
ATMs/Branches. The phone numbers displayed should be active numbers.

Finally, the meeting concluded with a vote of thanks to the Chairperson and all the
participants by Shri. Roshan Choudhary from SLBC,Jharkhand.

Minutes of State Level Meeting of SLBC Sub- Committee for Agriculture &
Allied Activities (For the quarter ended September 2025) on 11th

November 2025

The 2nd meeting of the SLBC Sub Committee on Agriculture & Allied Activities was held on
11" November 2025, in virtual mode from Jharkhand RO under the chairmanship of Shri R S
Bhagwane, GM, NABARD. The meeting was attended by Shri Pradeep Hazari, Special
Secretary, Agriculture Animal Husbandry & Co-operatives, Government of Jharkhand, Shri
Pramod Kumar, DGM, NABARD, Shri Santosh Kumar Sinha, DGM, SLBC. Other officers from
member banks of the sub-committee, including RBI, SLBC, State Bank of India (SBI), Bank of
India ( Bol), Bank of Baroda ( BoB), Punjab National Bank (PNB), Canara Bank, Jharkhand
Rajya Gramin Bank, IndusInd Bank, CPD, RO team, and Jharkhand State Cooperative Bank
also attended the meeting.

Shri Pramod Kumar, DGM, NABARD welcomed the participants and highlighted the
objectives of the meeting. He expressed concern over the poor performance of banks in crop
loan (15%), term loan (18%) and total agriculture (23%) and suggested banks improve their
performance in subsequent quarters. He urged all the stakeholders to work in close

coordination to increase GLC flow in Agriculture sector.

Shri R S Bhagwane, General Manager, NABARD in his keynote address emphasized upon the
regular monitoring of achievements of banks by DFS, Gol. He while highlighting challenges in
credit flow suggested several measures to boost credit flow in the agriculture sector. He also
enunciated NABARD’s efforts to increase credit flow in the priority sector and assured all
possible collaboration and coordination with other stakeholders. He while highlighting the
recent changes made by RBI in KCC scheme emphasized the important role of Cooperatives
in saturation of KCC among eligible farmers. He also suggested banks explore new avenues of

financing such as promotion of pulses and oilseeds, value chain financing, FPO financing, ete.

Shri Santosh Kumar Sinha, DGM, SLBC expressed concern about poor performance of banks
in agriculture sector and sought support from all stakeholders for achievement of targets. He
apprised the committee members about the interventions taken by SLBC for generating block
level proposals for FPO financing. He reiterated the need for timely and accurate reporting of
data by the banks.

Shri Pradeep Hazari, Special Secretary, Department of Agriculture, Animal Husbandry & Co-
operative Jharkhand advised banks to ensure saturation of KCC among eligible farmers. He
reiterated the need for timely and adequate credit. He suggested banks take proactive role and

increase the lending on mission mode to provide farmers with adequate credit for Rabi crops.



He also stressed the need for increasing awareness among the branch managers regarding

various central/state govt schemes.

Agenda wise discussion was steered by team CPD. The committee reviewed the performance

of banks in parameters such as KCC, KCC-AH/diary/fisheries, term loans, total agriculture

credit and suggested banks to improve their performance in concerned parameters. Several

queries were raised by the members which were appropriately addressed by the chair.
